Formal debriefings will not be provided for competitive task orders.  If requested by the unsuccessful contractor, the Contracting Officer will provide a brief summary of the rationale for award by telephone or electronic mail.

Protests of task orders issued or proposed under these task orders are prohibited, except for those alleging that the order exceeds the scope, period of performance, or maximum value of the contract.

The Task Order Contract Ombudsman is responsible for reviewing contractor concerns and ensuring that all contractors are afforded a fair opportunity to be considered for award, consistent with the procedures in the contract.  Contractors are required to document their complaints based on facts that demonstrate they were treated unfairly in the award process.  Complaints to the INSCOM Ombudsman must be forwarded to:

H.3  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS


a.  The contractor shall maintain and administer a security program in accordance with the Industrial Security Manual DoD 5220.22M.


b.  Loss or suspension of required security clearance as set forth on the DD Form 254, "Contract Security Classification Specifications", would result in the contractor's inability to perform in accordance with the terms and conditions of this contract.  As a result of this failure to perform, the contractor is subject to termination under the appropriate termination clause herein.


c.  The government reserves the right to direct any contractor employee to be removed from performance, directly or indirectly, whenever there is probable cause to believe, on the basis of all facts available, that such action is warranted in the interest of national security.  This action shall be made whether or not the cause is deemed of sufficient severity to warrant action to terminate the contractor's or individual's security clearance.  The government also reserves the right to remove any contractor for the purpose of conducting any investigation of alleged misconduct that may, in the opinion of the Contracting Officer, jeopardize the security of the project.  The government also reserves the right to direct any contractor employee to be removed from performance based on failure to comply with a Theater Commander’s guidance in accordance with the  terms and conditions of the contract task order   


d.  Military security requirements in the performance of this contract shall be maintained in accordance with the DD Form 254 listed in Section J.  This contract document is UNCLASSIFIED.


e.  REQUIRED CLEARANCES.  Contract performance requires a TOP SECRET facility clearance, TOP SECRET safeguarding capabilities, staffing cleared to the TOP SECRET/SCI level. These individuals proposed to work under this contract requiring TOP SECRET/SCI clearances must have a TOP SECRET security clearance based on a Single Scope Background Investigation.  By the effective date of  proposal submission and subsequent contract award, those proposed on-site personnel must meet the Director, Central Intelligence Directive 1/14 (DCID 1/14)) eligibility requirements.  The DCID 1/14 requirements are determined by the United States Army Personnel Security Clearance Facility.  The contractor is responsible for obtaining all necessary security clearances for contractor personnel.

H.4  DISSEMINATION OF INFORMATION

There shall be no dissemination or publication, except within and between the contractor and any subcontractors, of information developed under this contract or contained in the reports to be furnished pursuant to this contract without prior written approval of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or the Contracting Officer (KO).

H.5  REPLACEMENT OF KEY PERSONNEL

These personnel are required to establish and manage critical support functions identified in the Statement of Work.  The Contractor shall identify by name and provide resumes of all proposed Key Personnel.  The Contractor shall provide at least 30 calendar days written notification to the KO prior to making any replacement in the individuals identified in the proposal as key personnel assigned to this contract.  Prior to directing any of the specified key personnel to other programs, the Contractor shall provide at least 30 working days advance written notification to the KO and shall submit justification (including proposed substitutions) in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact of the proposed change on the program and its schedule.  The Contractor must demonstrate that the qualifications of the prospective replacement personnel are equal to, or better than, the qualifications of the person being replaced.

H.6  NOTICE REGARDING SECTIONS K, L, AND M

Sections K, L and M of the solicitation shall not be physically attached to the resulting contract but shall be retained in the contract file.  

H.7 ORGANIZATION CONFLICT OF INTEREST (OCI) CLAUSE

Performance under this contract may require the contractor to access data and information proprietary to a government agency, another government contractor or of such nature that its dissemination or use other than as specified in the work statement would be adverse to the interests of the government or others.  Neither the contractor, nor contractor personnel, shall divulge or release data or information developed or obtained under performance of this work statement, except to authorized government personnel or upon written approval of the contracting officer.  The contractor shall not use, disclose, or reproduce proprietary data that bears a restrictive legend, other than as specified in this work statement or any information at all regarding this agency.

Disclosure of Information regarding operations and services of the activity to persons not entitled to receive it and failure to safeguard any classified information that may come to the contractor (or any persons under the contractor’s control) in connection with work under this work statement, may subject the contractor, contractor’s agent, or employees to criminal liability under Title 18, sections 793 and 798 of the United States Code.  Neither the contractor nor the contractor’s employees shall disclose or cause to be disseminated, any information concerning the operations of the activity, which could result in, or increase the likelihood of, the possibility of a breach of the activity’s security or interrupt the continuity of its operations.

The contractor shall direct to the contracting officer all inquiries, comments, or complaints arising from matters observed, experienced, or learned as a result of, or in connection with the performance of this contract, the resolution of which may require the dissemination of official information.

H.8   SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING PLAN

The Contractor is required to submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan, pursuant to FAR 19.708(b) and in accordance with FAR 52.219.9.  This plan shall be prepared in accordance with the Army Subcontracting Plan Evaluation Guide as contained in AFARS, Appendix DD.  The contractor’s goal shall be 30% of the funded contract task order value.  Upon award of contract, the contractor’s plan will be incorporated into this contract.  Small businesses are not required to submit a small business subcontracting plan.

H.9     GOVERNMENT SHUTDOWN FOR CONTRACTORS PERSONNEL—24/7 CONTRACT COVERAGE

     a.  Government Closure.  In the event that the US Government Office of Personnel Management (OPM) officially announces closure of the federal Government in any specified contract performance location, and federal employees (other than emergency essential personnel) are not required to report to work, the Contractor shall follow this guidance:

          (1) Personnel who, in accordance with the terms of the contract, perform their contractual duties on a government installation or in a government facility but have not been designated emergency essential personnel or are not fulfilling 24/7 requirements shall not report for duty under this contract and the contractor shall not invoice for those hours.

          (2) Personnel who have been designated in writing by the Contracting Officer’s Representative or verbally notified by the Contracting Officer (written confirmation will be provided within 2 business days) as emergency essential shall report to work.

          (3) Personnel fulfilling 24/7 contract requirements (if any) who are not emergency essential but who are already at work may remain at work if approved by the Contracting Officer’s Representative.

     b.  Installation Closure.  The installation commander may, at his discretion, close the post, installation or facility even if the government is otherwise open.  In this case, (i.e., if the government is open but the post, installation, or facility is closed), contractor personnel will not be able to report regardless of status.  The Contractor shall not invoice for these hours.  Unless a cognizant Government authority directs personnel to leave the installation, contractor personnel on site at the time of the closure may stay to complete their shifts at the discretion of the contractor manager taking into account safety and other issues.  Contractors may bill for hours worked.
     c. Announcements.  The Contractor is responsible for monitoring announcements and informing employees of federal Government or installation closures.

     d. Alternate Duty Sites.  In the case of either Government closure or installation closure, the Contractor personnel whose place of duty is the installation or facility are not authorized to perform at an alternate duty site unless the Contracting Officer approves the type of work and the alternate location in writing in advance.

 HOSTILE AREAS/CIVTRACK REPORTING REQUIREMENTS  

This is a “Wartime Critical Contract” and the provisions of DODI 3020.37, Continuation of Essential DOD Contractor Services During Crisis; AR 715-16, Army Contractors on the Battlefield; DA PAM 715-16, Contractor Deployment Guide; FMs 100-10 and 100-10-2, and the provisions of HQDA MSG, DAPE-PRO, 171635Z SEP 02. SUBJ: CONSOLIDATED PPG FOR OPERATIONS NOBLE EAGLE AND ENDURING FREEDOM, apply.  For Contractor employees assigned to the Republic of Korea, the provisions of HQ USFK, Assistant Chief of Staff, J4’s December 14 1999 memorandum, Subject: Protective Equipment for Invited Contractors and Technical Representatives on Wartime Critical Contracts, and USFK Regulation 700-19, The Invited contractor and Technical Representative Program also apply.  The continuation of DoD Contractor services during crisis situations is essential to the successful completion of INSCOM’s contingency mission(s).  The Contractor shall be required to provide technical support services during military training exercises, deployments, contingency operations, hostilities, war, or other unusual situations at designated locations worldwide.  In the event hostilities do occur and the Contractor personnel are present, the Contractor may be entitled to additional costs and profit such as “hazardous duty pay”, etc.  In these cases a hostile area differential outlined in US Code 37 or current hostile location shall be paid at the percentage authorized.  In accordance with DA PAM 715-16, Contractor Deployment Guide, all deployed Contractor personnel shall be identified as Emergency Essential/Mission Essential Personnel.  

The Contractor shall comply, and shall ensure that all deployed employees and agents comply with pertinent Service and Department of Defense directives, policies, and procedures.  The Contractor shall also ensure compliance with all federal statutes, judicial interpretations and international agreements (e.g. Status of Forces Agreements (SOFA), Host Nation Support Agreements, etc.) applicable to U.S. Armed Forces or citizens in the area of operations.  Failing to adhere to the applicable SOFAs and other similar related agreements and the instructions and general orders issued by the Theater Commander or his/her designated representative may result in the removal of the contract employee from the area at the Contractor’s expense.

Prior to deployment or assignment of Contractor personnel to OCONUS locations the Contractor shall ensure physical and medical evaluations are conducted on all deployable and/or mission essential employees to ensure they are medically fit and capable of enduring the rigors of deployment in support of military operations.  

The Contractor shall replace all employees who depart the area of operations without permission at the Contractor’s expense.  Replacements shall be in place within five (5) calendar days or as directed by the Contracting Officer.

The Contractor shall brief its employees working under this contract regarding the potential danger, stress, physical hardships and field living conditions that may be encountered during training exercises, deployments, etc.  A copy of this brief shall be provided to the COR.

The Contractor shall require all employees under this contract to acknowledge the Contractor’s briefing in writing and that they understand the danger, stress, physical hardships and field living conditions that are possible if the employee deploys in support of military operations.

The Contractor shall be available to work extended hours to perform mission essential tasks as directed by the Contracting Officer or his/her designated representative.  Exempt personnel shall either accrue compensatory time or be paid at the regular per hour salary rate.  Non-exempt personnel may elect to accrue compensatory time, hour for hour, or be paid in accordance with the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) while in CONUS.  FLSA does not apply at OCONUS locations.  Extended hours, surges, and overtime requirements will be addressed as Over and Above actions where appropriate.

When required by the Mission or Theater Commander, the Government will provide to the contractor all military unique individual equipment.  When the situation warrants, the Government will provide the Contractor personnel with Mission Oriented Protective Posture (MOPP) equipment and clothing.  The Contractor employees are authorized to participate with local military personnel in all Nuclear, Biological, and Chemical (NBC) training when mission requirements dictate.  Upon receipt of individual equipment, the Contractor shall assume full responsibility and accountability for these items.

The Government may require medical screening to include DNA sampling and immunizations for Contractors deploying OCONUS.  For any Contractor employee determined by the Government to be medically unfit, the Contractor shall promptly remedy the problem.  If the problem cannot be remedied for the specific employee in question, a replacement, having equivalent qualifications and skills, shall be provided at the Contractor’s expense.

Deploying Contractor employees shall carry with them a minimum of a 90 calendar day supply of any medication they require.

Authorization for Contractor personnel to carry a Government furnished weapon for self-defense in the Area of Operations (AO) is at the discretion of the Theater Commander.  At no time will Contractor personnel possess personally owned firearms/ammunition in the AO.  Acceptance of Government furnished weapons by Contractor employees is at the discretion of the Contractor and contract employee.  When accepted, the contract employee shall be responsible for using the weapon in accordance with the applicable rules governing the use of force.  Upon receipt of any Government issued weapon or ammunition, the Contractor shall assume full responsibility and accountability for these items.  The Contractor and contract employee must understand that they may incur civil and criminal liability, both under host nation law or U.S criminal and civil law, for the improper or illegal use of a weapon.

The Theater Commander issuing weapons to contract employees is responsible for all training and familiarization commensurate with training provided DOD civilian employees.

The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all passports, visas, or other documents necessary to enter/exit any area(s) required by the deployment.  

The Contractor employees shall be subject to the customs processing procedures, laws, and duties of the country in which they are deployed and the procedures, laws, and duties of the United States upon re-entry.

The Contractor shall be prepared to move material and equipment using U.S. Government transportation, and comply with applicable transportation regulations when dictated by the deploying force.

The Government will provide to Contractor employees deployed in the theater of operations the equivalent field living conditions, subsistence, emergency medical and dental care, sanitary facilities, mail delivery, laundry service, and other available support afforded to Government employees and military personnel in the theater of operations, unless these items are commercially available and full per-diem is authorized.

The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary legal advice concerning the content, meaning, application, etc. of any applicable SOFAs and similar agreements.

The Contractor shall ensure that health and life insurance benefits provided to its deploying employees are in effect in the theater of operations and allow traveling in military air, land, and sea vehicles/ships.

The Contractor's proposal shall include contingency plans for continued services in the event of a crisis situation as defined in DODI 3020.37, Continuation of Essential DOD Contractor Services During Crisis.  In addition, the Contractor shall provide a hiring plan that ensures personnel hired under this contract are fully aware and willing to comply with their responsibilities as Essential Contract Personnel as defined in DODI 3020.37.  In developing the contingency plans, the provisions of DODI 3020.37, Continuation of Essential DOD Contractor Services During Crisis; AR 715-16, Army Contractors on the Battlefield; DA PAM 715-16, Contractor Deployment Guide; and FMs 100-10 and 100-10-2 will apply.  Full compliance with these provisions is required of the Contractor.

For contingency deployments, the Government shall reimburse contractor personnel at the same rate of pay and allowance offered to U.S. military personnel.  The entitlements and benefits can be found at www.dfas.mil/money/milpay/oje_ents.htm.  Profit and fee are not allowed

H.11  IMMUNIZATIONS  

The Contractor shall comply with all DoD/DA immunization requirements imposed for personnel in both TDY and PCS status to OCONUS locations.  All personnel (U.S. military, DOD civilians, and Contractors) assigned to, attached, on TDY or otherwise expected to deploy to Southwest Asia, Korea, and other high threat areas shall receive Anthrax immunizations.  These personnel must have either completed the six (6) shot series for Anthrax immunization prior to departure to that region or, if the person has not received the entire (6) shot series, they have at least received the first three (3) Anthrax shots prior to departure.  Currently the first three (3) shots are given at two (2) week intervals.  The last three shots are administered at 6, 12, and 18 months.  The program also includes an annual booster.  

Personnel with the following history cannot be considered for positions in Kuwait and other Southwest Asia locations, Korea, or other designated high threat regions where the use of Anthrax as a biological weapon is anticipated:

(a)  Persons with a history of severe reaction to Anthrax vaccination

(b)  Persons with acute respiratory disease or active infection

(c)   Persons with depressed immune response

(d)  Persons younger than 18 and older than 65

(e)   Pregnant women

CONTRACTOR BASE OPERATIONS, LOGISTICAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT  

The Government will ensure that a standard level of recurring base operations, logistical and administrative support is provided the Contractor through the host installation on the same basis as provided to all installation civilian and military personnel.  The cost of all recurring support will be estimated as part of the overall contract cost and will be provided as a reimbursement to the installation as required.  All support and corresponding reimbursement will be documented on a DD Form 1144, Interservice Support Agreement (ISA), between the installation Commander and the corresponding COR/ACOR's Commander.  Support is reimbursable to the installation only to the extent that the support causes a direct incremental cost IAW DoDI 4000.19.  The installation provides non-reimbursable support to the Contractor when it does not cause an incremental cost.  

H.13
CONTRACTORS (TECHNICAL EXPERTS (TE) WORKING IN GERMANY)  

The Contractor shall develop Technical Expert Status Accreditation (TESA) packages and submit personnel resumes and position descriptions that are fully compliant with Article 73 of the NATO SOFA for all technical expert personnel proposed for positions within Germany and any other area that imposes a “Technical Expert” or similar criteria during the life of this contract.  A "Technical Expert" is someone who possesses a high degree of skill or knowledge for the accomplishment of complex tasks of a technical military nature, or of a technical scientific nature, as distinguished from routine mental, manual or physical processes.  The skill and knowledge must have been acquired through a process of higher education or through a long period of specialized training and experience.  Technical personnel that will or may travel in a TDY status to or be assigned PCS to Germany to positions approved as technical expert positions on this contract, shall possess advanced formal education or technical training, job knowledge, skills, and experience required to qualify themselves and be approved as Technical Experts by the German Government.  Positions and personnel not normally considered for "technical expert status" are those classified as blue collar, craftsmen, tradesmen, or administrative and clerical positions and personnel.  Contractors are responsible for fulfilling all requirements for TESA certifications.

Contractor technical experts are required on this contract to augment INSCOM’s military contingent because of equipment complexity and difficulties encountered in maintaining the optimum skill levels and expertise of military maintenance personnel.  The mission equipment employed by INSCOM is complicated, highly complex, compact, and requires a high degree of technical or engineering education. In some cases, the equipment to be supported may be of a scientific nature or classed as “experimental” or “one-of-a-kind” and is unusually complicated because of limited, or no, technical data to assist the technician in supporting or operating this type equipment.  The equipment supported by this contract makes extensive use of software applications and algorithms, employs state-of-the-art technology, incorporates new scientific breakthroughs in micro-technology, may employ unusual tactics for equipment employment and deployment, and requires highly specialized training and experience.  Tasks associated with the fielding, installation, systems integration, configuration, modification, diagnostic testing and repair, maintenance, operation, and movement of this unique and sensitive equipment are extremely sophisticated and complex.  Use of ultra-modern, one-of-a-kind test equipment and specialized test fixtures are required to facilitate maintenance and operational integrity.  The technical expert must also have comprehensive knowledge of computer application software and U.S. military forces special operations.  The TE shall provide training to U.S. military forces in the setup and operation of their supported mission systems and associated subsystems.  The TE shall also be prepared to deploy to hazardous duty locations in support of classified or contingency missions within 24-hours of notification.

Article 73 of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Status of Forces Agreement NATO (SOFA) Supplementary Agreement (SA) governs the introduction of civilian Contractors to Germany in support of U.S. Forces and their entitlement to Individual Logistics Support (access to facilities and immunity from German taxation and customs).  Such support is limited to Contractors who are employed in a contract position which has been determined by the U.S. and German Governments to require a Technical Expert (TE) and who themselves have been approved by the U.S. and German Governments for employment in that position.  

Article 73 defines a Technical Expert position as one that has a unique military or scientific purpose and has unique training, operation, and/or maintenance requirements.

In a departure from previous procedures, Contractors now must be granted Technical Expert status prior to commencing work in Germany.  Contractors who are denied status may be permitted to work in Germany, but only with a German Government issued Work Permit.  This requirement is detailed in paragraph 12,(b)(aa) on the application of Article 73 of the NATO SOFA, Supplementary Agreement.

HQ USAREUR, DoD Contracting Personnel (DOCPER) is the U.S. Forces approval/disapproval authority responsible for receiving, reviewing, and processing all requests for Technical Expert Status Accreditation (TESA) and Technical Expert (TE) Exigency Clause Memorandums (ECM).  A complete TESA package must be submitted for all PCS Contractor personnel assigned to any location in Germany.  The ECM is submitted for TDY personnel only and is valid for a maximum of 90 days during which complete TESA packages must be prepared and submitted.  TESA applications that are approved by DOCPER are forwarded to the German Government for final review and approval or disapproval.

Contractor personnel on a PCS assignment who are employed within Germany in a contract position that has been approved as a TE position must either qualify and be granted TE status or, if they cannot qualify for TE status, must apply for a German Work Permit.  Contractor personnel in a 90 day or less TDY status working in Germany also need to have either TE status, a German Work Permit, or an approved ECM.

Article 73 of the Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) is defined in a series of briefings that can be accessed at the internet web address below.  Current information regarding technical expert, exigency clause, ordinarily resident, TDY criteria, procedures for applying and submitting technical expert packages, and general questions and answers related to taxes, German Work Permits, etc., may be found on the internet world-wide web at:

Logistics Support Privileges-Germany. LOGISTICS SUPPORT AS AN INVITED CONTRACTOR OR TECHNICAL 

             REPRESENTATIVE OF REPUBLIC OF KOREA (ROK)  

Invited contractor or technical representative status under U.S.-ROK SOFA is subject to the written approval of HQ USFK, ACofS, and Acquisition Management.

The contracting officer will coordinate with HQ USFK, ACofS, Acquisition Management, in accordance with DFARS, subpart 225.77, and USFK Regulation 700-19, The Invited Contractor and Technical Representative Program.  The ACofS, Acquisition Management, will determine the appropriate contractor status under the SOFA and notify the contracting officer of the determination.

Subject to the above approval, the contractor, including their employees and lawful dependents, may be accorded such privileges and exemptions as specified in the U.S.-ROK SOFA, and implemented per USFK Regulation 700-19, subject to the conditions and limitations imposed by the SOFA and USFK Regulation 700-19.  Those privileges and exemptions may be furnished during the performance period of the contract, subject to their availability and provided the invited contractor or technical representative status is not withdrawn by USFK.

The contractor officials and employees performing under this contract collectively and separately warrant that they are not now performing, nor will they perform during the period of this contract, any contract services or otherwise engage in business activities in the ROK other than those pertaining to the US armed forces.

During performance of the work in the ROK required by this contract, the contractor will be governed by USFK regulations pertaining to the direct hiring and the personnel administration of Korean employees.

The authorities of the ROK will have the right to exercise jurisdiction over invited contractors and technical representatives, including officials and employees and their dependents, for offenses committed in the ROK and punishable by the laws of the ROK.  In recognition of the role of such persons in the defense of the ROK, they will be subject to the provisions of Articles XXII, US-ROK SOFA, related Agreed Minutes and Understandings on Implementation.  In those cases in which the authorities of the ROK decide not to exercise jurisdiction, they shall notify the US military authorities as soon as possible.  On such notification, the military authorities will have the right to exercise such jurisdiction over the persons referred to, as is conferred on them by the law of the United States.

Invited contractors and technical representatives agree to cooperate fully with the USFK sponsoring agency and responsible officer on all matters pertaining to logistic support.  In particular, contractors will provide prompt and accurate reporting of changes in employee status as required by this regulation to the assigned sponsoring agency.  Except for contractor aircrews flying Military Airlift Command missions, all US Contractors performing work on United States Air Force classified contracts will report to the nearest Security Police Information Security Section for the geographical area where the contract is to be performed. 

Invited Contractor or Technical Representative status will be withdrawn by USFK on--

Completion or termination of the contract.

Proof that the contractor or employees are engaged in business activities in the ROK other than those pertaining to U.S. Armed Forces.

Proof that the contractor or employees are engaged in practices illegal in the ROK or are violating USFK regulations.

It is agreed that the withdrawal of the invited contractor or technical representative status or any of the privileges associated therewith by the US Government, will not constitute grounds for excusable delay by the contractor in the performance of the contract, nor will it justify or excuse the contractor defaulting the performance of this contract; and such withdrawal will not serve as a basis for the filing of any claims against the US Government if the withdrawal is made for the reasons stated in subparagraph h above.  Under no circumstances will the withdrawal of such status or privileges be considered or construed as a breach of contract by the US Government.  The determination to withdraw status and privileges by USFK shall be final and binding upon the parties unless it is patently arbitrary, capricious and lacking in good faith.

Subject to their continued inclusion in USFK Regulation 700-19, and provided the invited contractor or technical representative status in not withdrawn, contractor employees and authorized dependents who have been determined by their USFK sponsoring agency to be command sponsored may be furnished the following privileges and exemptions during the performance period of the contract:

LOGISTICS SUPPORT AT OTHER OCONUS LOCATIONS  

Logistics Support Privileges for other OCONUS locations will be dictated by the Host Country and State Department.

H.17    GOVERNMENT FURNISHED EQUIPMENT/INFORMATION

At INSCOM locations, where Contractors are assigned to work inside a Government facility, the Government will provide the Contractor, on a non-interfering basis, office space with furnishing, communication equipment, information and supplies necessary for performance of the PBWS orders.
H.18
CONTRACTOR TRAINING  

The Contractor is required to ensure that prior to their employment under this statement of work all contractor personnel possess appropriate Industry Standard training, skills, experience, certificates, and degrees required to adequately perform all tasks related to their labor category. The government will reimburse the contractor for any unique training required to perform the tasks if approved by the contracting officer prior to the training.

H. 19   SOFA Contract Clause:  Invited Contractor or Technical Representative (TR) Status under U.S. – Republic of Korea (ROK)

a. Invited contractor and TR status shall be governed by the U.S.-ROK Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) as implemented by USFK Reg 700-19.

b. Invited contractor or TR status under the SOFA is subject to the written approval of ACofS, Acquisition Management (FKAQ), Unit #15237, APO AP 96205-5237.

c. The contracting officer will coordinate with HQ USFK, ACofS, Acquisition Management (FKAQ), IAW FAR 25.8, and USFK Reg 700-19. The ACofS, Acquisition Management will determine the appropriate contractor status under the SOFA and notify the contracting officer of that determination.

d. Subject to the above determination, the contractor, including its employees and lawful dependents, may be accorded such privileges and exemptions under conditions and limitations as specified in the SOFA and USFK Reg 700-19. These privileges and exemptions may be furnished during the performance period of the contract, subject to their availability and continued SOFA status. Logistic support privileges are provided on an as-available basis to properly authorized individuals.

e. The contractor warrants and shall ensure that collectively, and individually, its officials and employees performing under this contract will not perform any contract, service, or other business activity in the ROK, except under U.S. Government contracts and that performance is IAW the SOFA.

f. The contractor's direct employment of any Korean-National labor for performance of this contract shall be governed by ROK Labor Law and USFK Regulation(s) pertaining to the direct employment and personnel administration of Korean National personnel.

g. The authorities of the ROK have the right to exercise jurisdiction over invited contractors and technical representatives, including contractor officials, employees and their dependents, for offenses committed in the ROK and punishable by the laws of the ROK. In recognition of the role of such persons in the defense of the ROK, they will be subject to the provisions of Article XXII, SOFA, related Agreed Minutes and Understandings. In those cases in which the authorities of the ROK decide not to exercise jurisdiction, they shall notify the U.S. military authorities as soon as possible. Upon such notification, the military authorities will have the right to exercise jurisdiction as is conferred by the laws of the U.S.

h. Invited contractors and technical representatives agree to cooperate fully with the USFK sponsoring agency and RO on all matters pertaining to logistic support. In particular, contractors will provide the assigned sponsoring agency prompt and accurate reports of changes in employee status as required by USFK Reg 700-19.

i. Except for contractor air crews flying Air Mobility Command missions, all U.S. contractors performing work on USAF classified contracts will report to the nearest Security Forces Information Security Section for the geographical area where the contract is to be performed to receive information concerning local security requirements.

j. Invited contractor and technical representative status may be withdrawn by USFK/FKAQ upon:

(1) Completion or termination of the contract.

(2) Determination that the contractor or its employees are engaged in business activities

                    in the ROK other than those pertaining to U.S. armed forces.

(3) Determination that the contractor or its employees are engaged in practices illegal in

                   the ROK or are violating USFK regulations.

k. It is agreed that the withdrawal of invited contractor or technical representative status, or the withdrawal of, or failure to provide any of the privileges associated therewith by the U.S. and USFK, shall not constitute grounds for excusable delay by the contractor in the performance of the contract and will not justify or excuse the contractor defaulting in the performance of this contract. Furthermore, it is agreed that withdrawal of SOFA Status for reasons outlined in USFK Reg 700-19, paragraphs 2-6a through 2-6c above shall not serve as a basis for the contractor filing any claims against the U.S. or USFK. Under no circumstance shall the withdrawal of SOFA Status or privileges be considered or construed as a breach of contract by the U.S. or USFK.

(End of Clause)

H.20    Contingency Conditions Clause:  Continuance of Performance During any state of emergency in the Republic of Korea (ROK)
The Government may direct the contractor to perform in support of a war, contingency, or exercise, as provided by law or defined by the applicable Service Component Command. Additionally, the Contractor shall be responsible for performing all functions of this contract during any declaration by the U.S. or Korea, of a state of emergency, or during internal strife, rioting, civil disturbances, or perils of any other type until released by the Contracting Officer. Contractor personnel under this contract are considered emergency essential civilians (EEC) unless designated otherwise by the Contracting Officer.

For all EEC personnel, the contractor shall identify those employees having a U.S. military mobilization recall commitment. The contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer adequate plans for replacing those employees IAW DOD Directives 1200.7 and 1352.1. The contractor is responsible for identifying those Korean Citizen employees having a mobilization or military recall commitment. The contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer either Republic of Korea approved exemptions for the identified employees or adequate plans for continuing performance of the contract in the U.S. and/or ROK employees' absence.

During time of war, contingency, exercise or crisis, contractor personnel will remain attached to the headquarters, USFK for management purposes in theater. USFK/FKAQ is the responsible office for all Invited Contractors covered by the U.S. - R.O.K. Status of Forces Agreement. The contractor shall ensure that all contractor employees will comply with all guidance, instructions, and general orders applicable to U.S. Armed Forces and DOD civilians and issued by the Theater Commander or his/her representative. This will include any and all guidance and instructions issued based upon the need to ensure mission accomplishment, force protection and safety.

The contractor shall comply, and shall ensure that all deployed employees and agents comply, with pertinent Department of Army and Department of Defense directives, policies, and procedures, as well as federal statues, judicial interpretations and international agreements (e.g., Status of Forces Agreements, Host Nation Support Agreements, etc.) applicable to U.S. Armed Forces or U.S. citizens in the area of operations. The Contracting Officer will resolve disputes.

The contractor shall be responsible for providing employees who meet the physical standards and medical requirements for job performance in the designated theater of operations.

The contracting officer may direct the contractor, at the contractor's expense, to remove or replace any contractor employee failing to adhere to instructions and general orders issued by the Theater Commander or his/her designated representative. The contractor will replace employees within 72 hours, or as directed by the contracting officer, at contractor expense, if the employee is to be removed or departs an area of operations without permission.

Before deployment, the contractor shall ensure that each contractor employee completes a DD Form 93 (Record of Emergency Data Card), and returns the completed form to the contracting officer's representative or designated government official.

The contractor shall report its employees entering and leaving the area of operations IAW theater policies (U.S. Invited Contractors see USFK Reg 700-19) or as directed by the Contracting Officer or his/her designated representative. Additionally, the contractor shall report its employees in the area of operations by name and by location as required by theater policies.

The contractor will brief its employees regarding the potential danger, stress, physical hardships and field living conditions. The contractor will require all its employees to acknowledge in writing that they understand the danger, stress, physical hardships and field living conditions that are possible if the employee deploys in support of military operations.

This clause does not define the obligations of the Government to provide logistic support to the contractor personnel. Government logistic support to contractor personnel is not contained within the scope of this contract unless otherwise noted. Government obligations to contractors during such circumstances are defined in DODI 3020.37 (Continuation of Essential DOD Contractor Services during Crisis); U.S. Forces Korea Regulations, SOFA provisions, Agency Supplements and Regulations.

The Contracting Officer will discern any additional GFE, GFP or supplies necessary to facilitate the performance of the enhanced requirement or necessary for the protection of contractor personnel. These items will be furnished to the Contractor at the sole discretion of the Contracting Officer.

(End of Clause)

H.21 CONFORMITY TO LAWS AND REGULATIONS


The contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that employees assigned to this contract comply with the applicable laws and regulations of the host country and any political subdivisions thereof.  The contractor is also responsible for ensuring that such employees comply with military rules and regulations when employed in areas under the jurisdiction of the applicable U.S. Army Commander. In the event that a contractor's employee is barred from continuing to perform under the contract for failure to comply with the laws, rules, and regulations, the costs incurred by the contractor as a result of the removal of the employee or the substitution of a replacement employee shall not be reimbursable under this contract.  The disallowed costs would include relocation costs incurred by the contractor to furnish a suitable substitute employee for the overseas assignment.

H.22 LOGISTICAL SUPPORT AND PRIVILEGES FOR DOD CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL


a.  To receive logistical support from the United States Army Europe (USAREUR), contractor personnel who will work in Germany must--

(1) be technical experts as defined by Article 73, NATO SOFA Supplement

      Agreement, (see Appendixes A and B) who will serve the U.S. Forces

      exclusively, and must perform either in an advisory capacity in technical

      matters, or for the set-up, operation or maintenance of equipment.


    (2)  not be stateless persons.

        
    (3)  be nationals of a NATO state, excluding Germany, and

         
    (4)  not be ordinarily resident in Germany.

NOTE:  "Ordinarily resident" generally refers to a U.S. citizen who has:  (1) resided continuously in Germany for one year or more without status as a member of the "Force" or "Civilian Component" (as defined in the NATO Status of Forces Agreement); or (2) has obtained a work permit of any duration in the host country.


b.  In accordance with DFARS 225.802-70, the items of logistical support listed below may be included in contracts awarded by DOD components.  USAREUR may be contractually bound to provide such support, provided that (i) the contract exclusively serves a U.S. Forces mission; (ii) contractor personnel meet eligibility criteria outlined in Section H; and (iii) the contract contains specific financial or other consideration which the U.S. government will receive in return for providing individual logistical support.

NOTE:  These privileges will be provided in Korea and Germany; however, the contractor need not fill-in Appendixes A, B, and C for employees serving Korea sites.

H.24  CONTRACTOR DEPLOYMENT ON MILITARY OPERATIONS 

     
a.  Definitions



(1)  Deployment means the movement of personnel into a theater of operation in support of a military contingency/operation.  This can be either movement from CONUS to OCONUS or from one OCONUS area to another OCONUS area that is supporting a military operation, e.g., Operation Enduring Freedom.   



(2)  External Theater Support Contracts are contracts awarded by contracting authorities external to the Theater of Operations and are not managed by the Theater PARC.  These contracts are usually pre-arranged but there may be contracts awarded or modified during the mission based on the Commander’s needs.  A prime example is the Logistics Civil Augmentation Program (LOGCAP).  These contracts are awarded and managed according to the FAR and its DoD and Army Supplements.  



(3)  System Support Contracts are contracts awarded by authorities external to the Theater of Operations.  These contracts have the primary function of supporting specific weapon, vehicle, and information systems utilized in military operations.

     

(4)  Essential Personnel means Contractor employees identified as key personnel to work under the contract.


b.  General



(1)  This general guidance addresses the deployment of Contractor personnel in support of military forces in combat, contingency, or an exercise.  Contract performance in support of combat or contingency operations is inherently dangerous.  The Contractor accepts the risks associated with contract performance in support of military operations that may be required for performance of the contract and/or task order.



(2)  Each contingency will evolve differently depending upon Theater Commander’s guidance impacting on the deployment.  The Contractor is obligated to request any specific information, needed prior to or during the time of deployment from the Contracting Officer or representative.

     
c.  Management.  



(1)  The Contractor shall ensure that all contractor employees, including sub-contractors, comply with all  (i) Battlefield Services, Department of Defense  regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures, in particular, AR 715-9 and FM 3-100.21, (ii) U.S. Host Country, local and international laws and regulations and (iii) treaties and international agreements (e.g., Status of Forces Agreements, Host Nation Support Agreements, and Defense Technical Agreements), that are applicable to the contractor in the area of operations.



(2)  The Contractor shall make reasonable efforts to become informed and comply with all orders, directives, and instructions relating to force protection, health and safety.  If the Contractor believes that its compliance with such orders, directives, instructions cause a change in the contract that will affect the price or cost of the contract,  the Contractor must notify the contracting officer in writing within 60 calendar days of becoming aware of the change.  Failure to do so may waive the Contractor’s right to an equitable adjustment.



(3)  The Contracting Officer is the only authorized official who shall increase, decrease, or alter the scope of work to be performed.  Any orders or instructions interpreted by the Contractor as impacting the scope or cost of the contract shall immediately be brought to the attention of the Contracting Officer for resolution.



(4)  The Contractor shall at all times, be responsible for the conduct of its employees and those of its subcontractors and invitees.



(5)  The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at the Contractor’s expense, to remove or replace any contractor employee failing to adhere to instructions and general orders issued by the Theater Commander or his/her designated representative.

Accounting for Personnel through the U.S. Army’s Civilian Tracking System (CIVTRACKS).

The contractor shall use the Army CIVTRACKS for contractor personnel deployed

in support of military operations.  Follow the instructions below in order to gain access to the UserIDs and passwords for CIVTRACKS via the Army Knowledge Online (AKO) Collaboration Center via the Army Knowledge Online (AKO) Collaboration Center:  

      Steps to follow are:


(a)  Log on to AKO (https://CPOL.army.mil/civtracks).


(b)  Sign in.


(c)  Click on “Collaborate” tab.


(d)  Click on “Army Communities” in the left hand window.


(e)  Click on “Personnel.”


(f)   Click on “Civilian Personnel” in the right hand window.  


(g)   Click “Subscribe” on the tool bar.


(h)   Click on the “CIVTRACKS Access” file.

          

(6)   Most defense Contractors have sponsors in order to gain access to the AKO database.  In cases where the contractor is unable to gain access to the CIVTRACKS database, immediately contact the COR or the Contracting Officer for resolution.   The Contractor is ultimately responsible for ensuring that all personnel are properly accounted for by inputting and maintaining all deployed personnel in the CIVTRACKS database within 24 hours of notification of deployment.


d.  Force Protection

                  While performing duties in accordance with the terms and conditions of the contract, the Service will provide force protection to Contractor employees commensurate with that given to Service/Agency (e.g. Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine, Defense Logistics Agency (DLA)) civilians in the operations area.  

    
 e. Vehicle and Equipment Operation



(1)  The contractor shall ensure that deployed employees possess the required license to operate the vehicle or equipment necessary to perform contract requirements in the theater of operations.  The requirements of AR 58-1 and DoDI 4500.36R apply.



(2)  All contractor owned or leased motor vehicles or equipment shall meet all requirements established for the Theater Commander and be maintained in a safe operating condition at all times.

(3)  The Contractor and its employees will be held jointly and severably liable

 for all damages resulting from the unsafe or negligent operation of military owned or leased equipment.

  
f.    Clothing, Equipment, and Central Registration



(1)  To distinguish Contractor employees, as non-combatants, when accompanying the force, they are not authorized to wear military clothing unless specifically authorized by a Department of Army Waiver.  Contractor employees may wear specific items required for safety and security such as ballistic or Nuclear, Biological, and Chemical (NBC) protective clothing.  The CONUS Replacement Center (CRC), or the theater commander, at his discretion, may provide to the Contractor personnel military unique Organizational Clothing and Individual Equipment (OCIE) to ensure contractor personnel security, training, and safety.



(2)  The Contractor shall ensure that all OCIE are returned to the point of issue.  The OCIE is government furnished property.  



(3)  The Contracting Officer or COR will issue Letter of Authority to contractor personnel to process through CRC.  The Contractor shall make reservations after notification to deploy through Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM) at least 14 calendar days in advance by calling PERSCOM at 1-800-582-5552, extension 1427 or as early as possible.



(4)    Processing at the CRC:




(i)  Fort Bliss, Texas is the primary CRC supporting the CENTCOM area of operations for current operations.  Overflow will process at the secondary CRC location for CENTCOM, Fort Sill, Oklahoma.



            (ii)  Fort Benning, Georgia CRC will process personnel supporting operations in the Balkans and CJTF-180.


          
           (iii)  Contractor personnel requiring government-provided air transportation to the CENTCOM Theater of Operations must also make reservations through PERSCOM.  Also, refer to DOD 451R and AR 95-1.

 
g. Weapons and Training

Contractor personnel may NOT possess privately owned firearms in the area of operations.

Contractor personnel will be furnished government issued weapons and ammunition, and given appropriate training, at the discretion of the Theater Commander.  Authorization for Contractor personnel to carry a Government furnished weapon for self-defense in the Area of Operations (AO) is at the discretion of the Theater Commander.  At no time will Contractor personnel possess personally owned firearms/ammunition in the AO.  Acceptance of Government furnished weapons by Contractor employees is at the discretion of the Contractor and contract employee.  When accepted, the contract employee shall be responsible for using the weapon in accordance with the applicable rules governing the use of force.  Upon receipt of any Government issued weapon or ammunition, the Contractor shall assume full responsibility and accountability for these items.  The Contractor and contract employee must understand that they may incur civil and criminal liability, both under host nation law or U.S. criminal and civil law, for the improper or illegal use of a weapon.

The Theater Commander issuing weapons to contract employees is responsible for all training and familiarization commensurate with training provided DOD civilian employees.  

    
 h.   Passports, Visas, and Customs



(1)  The Contractor is responsible for obtaining all passports, visas, or other documents necessary for Contractor employees to enter and/or exit any area(s). 


i.    Legal Assistance



(1)  Contractor employees in the U.S. preparing to deploy abroad, or already deployed overseas, to perform work pursuant to any contract or subcontract with the Army, generally will not be eligible to receive legal assistance from Army military or Army civilian lawyers.  



(2)  The Contractor will ensure its personnel deploying to or in a theater of operations are furnished the opportunity and assisted with making wills as well as with any necessary powers of attorney prior to deployment processing and/or deployment.  Payment of legal fees is a private matter between the Contractor employee and the lawyer retained.  


j. Medical 



(1)  Prior to deployment, the Contractor shall ensure that all deployed personnel are medically and physically fit to endure the rigors of deployment in support of military operations.  (Medical screening requirements may be found in FM 3-100.21, Appendix D, and AR 715.9.)



(2)  The government, at its discretion, may provide Contractor employees deployed in the theater of operations, on a cost reimbursable basis, emergency medical and dental care commensurate with the care provided to DoD civilians deployed in the theater of operations.  This is subject to the availability of such medical and dental care.  The available military care does not include local nationals under normal circumstances.



(3)  Deploying civilian Contractor personnel shall carry with them a minimum of 90-day supply of any medication they require.  



(4)  Non-emergent health care is the responsibility of the Contractor.


k. Security and Background Checks



(1)  Prior to deployment, the contractor shall ensure that all applicable security and background checks are completed on all personnel in support of this Contract.

     
l. Next of Kin Notification

         

 Before deployment, the Contractor shall ensure that each Contractor employee completes a DD Form 93, Record of Emergency Data Card, and returns the completed form to the designated government official, as well as place a copy in the deployment file to be hand carried to the area of operation.

n. Morale Welfare and Recreation (MWR) Benefits



Theater Commanders are not under contract to provide MWR benefits, if they are available and contractor personnel are authorized to use them at one theater, but not available or not authorized at another theater, the Contractor has no right of an equitable adjustment.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-18      Ordering. (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of  task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from 01 October 2004 through 30 September 2009.

(b) All task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c) If mailed, a task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

(End of clause)

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $1,000.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1)  Any order for a single item in excess of  $35,000,000.00;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of  $35,000,000; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 30 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within 5 days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

(End of clause)

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum".  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum".

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after 30 September 2009.

52.217-9     OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)

(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within 30 days provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 60 days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed 5 years.

52.222-2      PAYMENT FOR OVERTIME PREMIUMS (JUL 1990)

(a) The use of overtime is authorized under this contract if the overtime premium cost does not exceed zero dollars or the overtime premium is paid for work --

(1) Necessary to cope with emergencies such as those resulting from accidents, natural disasters, breakdowns of production equipment, or occasional production bottlenecks of a sporadic nature;

(2) By indirect-labor employees such as those performing duties in connection with administration, protection, transportation, maintenance, standby plant protection, operation of utilities, or accounting;

(3) To perform tests, industrial processes, laboratory procedures, loading or unloading of transportation conveyances, and operations in flight or afloat that are continuous in nature and cannot reasonably be interrupted or completed otherwise; or

(4) That will result in lower overall costs to the Government.

(b) Any request for estimated overtime premiums that exceeds the amount specified above shall include all estimated overtime for contract completion and shall--

(1) Identify the work unit; e.g., department or section in which the requested overtime will be used, together with present workload, staffing, and other data of the affected unit sufficient to permit the Contracting Officer to evaluate the necessity for the overtime;

(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;

(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and

(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

(End of clause)

52.232-19     AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS FOR THE NEXT FISCAL YEAR (APR 1984)

Funds are not presently available for performance under this contract beyond TBD .  The Government's obligation for performance of this contract beyond that date is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds from which payment for contract purposes can be made.  No legal liability on the part of the Government for any payment may arise for performance under this contract beyond TBD, until funds are made available to the Contracting Officer for performance and until the Contractor receives notice of availability, to be confirmed in writing by the Contracting Officer.

(End of clause)

52.232-19     AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS FOR THE NEXT FISCAL YEAR (APR 1984)

Funds are not presently available for performance under this contract beyond TBD .  The Government's obligation for performance of this contract beyond that date is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds from which payment for contract purposes can be made.  No legal liability on the part of the Government for any payment may arise for performance under this contract beyond TBD, until funds are made available to the Contracting Officer for performance and until the Contractor receives notice of availability, to be confirmed in writing by the Contracting Officer.

(End of clause)

52.232-32     PERFORMANCE-BASED PAYMENTS (FEB 2002) 

(a) Amount of payments and limitations on payments. Subject to such other limitations and conditions as are specified in this contract and this clause, the amount of payments and limitations on payments shall be specified in the contract's description of the basis for payment. 

(b) Contractor request for performance-based payment. The Contractor may submit requests for payment of performance-based payments not more frequently than monthly, in a form and manner acceptable to the Contracting Officer. Unless otherwise authorized by the Contracting Officer, all performance-based payments in any period for which payment is being requested shall be included in a single request, appropriately itemized and totaled. The Contractor's request shall contain the information and certification detailed in paragraphs (l) and (m) of this clause. 

(c) Approval and payment of requests. (1) The Contractor shall not be entitled to payment of a request for performance-based payment prior to successful accomplishment of the event or performance criterion for which payment is requested. The Contracting Officer shall determine whether the event or performance criterion for which payment is requested has been successfully accomplished in accordance with the terms of the contract. The Contracting Officer may, at any time, require the Contractor to substantiate the successful performance of any event or performance criterion which has been or is represented as being payable. 

(2) A payment under this performance-based payment clause is a contract financing payment under the Prompt Payment clause of this contract and not subject to the interest penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment Act. The designated payment office will pay approved requests on the 30th day after receipt of the request for performance-based payment. However, the designated payment office is not required to provide payment if the Contracting Officer requires substantiation as provided in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause, or inquires into the status of an event or performance criterion, or into any of the conditions listed in paragraph (e) of this clause, or into the Contractor certification. The payment period will not begin until the Contracting Officer approves the request.

(3) The approval by the Contracting Officer of a request for performance-based payment does not constitute an acceptance by the Government and does not excuse the Contractor from performance of obligations under this contract. 

(d) Liquidation of performance-based payments. (1) Performance-based finance amounts paid prior to payment for delivery of an item shall be liquidated by deducting a percentage or a designated dollar amount from the delivery payment. If the performance-based finance payments are on a delivery item basis, the liquidation amount for each such line item shall be the percent of that delivery item price that was previously paid under performance-based finance payments or the designated dollar amount. If the performance-based finance payments are on a whole contract basis, liquidation shall be by either predesignated liquidation amounts or a liquidation percentage. 

(2) If at any time the amount of payments under this contract exceeds any limitation in this contract, the Contractor shall repay to the Government the excess. Unless otherwise determined by the Contracting Officer, such excess shall be credited as a reduction in the unliquidated performance-based payment balance(s), after adjustment of invoice payments and balances for any retroactive price adjustments. 

(e) Reduction or suspension of performance-based payments. The Contracting Officer may reduce or suspend performance-based payments, liquidate performance-based payments by deduction from any payment under the contract, or take a combination of these actions after finding upon substantial evidence any of the following conditions: 

(1) The Contractor failed to comply with any material requirement of this contract (which includes paragraphs (h) and (i) of this clause). 

(2) Performance of this contract is endangered by the Contractor's (i) failure to make progress, or (ii) unsatisfactory financial condition. 

(3) The Contractor is delinquent in payment of any subcontractor or supplier under this contract in the ordinary course of business. 

(f) Title. (1) Title to the property described in this paragraph (f) shall vest in the Government. Vestiture shall be immediately upon the date of the first performance-based payment under this contract, for property acquired or produced before that date. Otherwise, vestiture shall occur when the property is or should have been allocable or properly chargeable to this contract 

(2) "Property," as used in this clause, includes all of the following described items acquired or produced by the Contractor that are or should be allocable or properly chargeable to this contract under sound and generally accepted accounting principles and practices: 

(i) Parts, materials, inventories, and work in process; 

(ii) Special tooling and special test equipment to which the Government is to acquire title under any other clause of this contract; 

(iii) Nondurable (i.e., noncapital) tools, jigs, dies, fixtures, molds, patterns, taps, gauges, test equipment and other similar manufacturing aids, title to which would not be obtained as special tooling under subparagraph (f)(2)(ii) of this clause; and 

(iv) Drawings and technical data, to the extent the Contractor or subcontractors are required to deliver them to the Government by other clauses of this contract. 

(3) Although title to property is in the Government under this clause, other applicable clauses of this contract (e.g., the termination or special tooling clauses) shall determine the handling and disposition of the property. 

(4) The Contractor may sell any scrap resulting from production under this contract, without requesting the Contracting Officer's approval, provided that any significant reduction in the value of the property to which the Government has title under this clause is reported in writing to the Contracting Officer. 

(5) In order to acquire for its own use or dispose of property to which title is vested in the Government under this clause, the Contractor must obtain the Contracting Officer's advance approval of the action and the terms. If approved, the basis for payment (the events or performance criteria) to which the property is related shall be deemed to be not in compliance with the terms of the contract and not payable (if the property is part of or needed for performance), and the Contractor shall refund the related performance-based payments in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(6) When the Contractor completes all of the obligations under this contract, including liquidation of all performance-based payments, title shall vest in the Contractor for all property (or the proceeds thereof) not-- 

(i) Delivered to, and accepted by, the Government under this contract; or 

(ii) Incorporated in supplies delivered to, and accepted by, the Government under this contract and to which title is vested in the Government under this clause. 

(7) The terms of this contract concerning liability for Government-furnished property shall not apply to property to which the Government acquired title solely under this clause. 

(g) Risk of loss. Before delivery to and acceptance by the Government, the Contractor shall bear the risk of loss for property, the title to which vests in the Government under this clause, except to the extent the Government expressly assumes the risk. If any property is damaged, lost, stolen, or destroyed, the basis of payment (the events or performance criteria) to which the property is related shall be deemed to be not in compliance with the terms of the contract and not payable (if the property is part of or needed for performance), and the Contractor shall refund the related performance-based payments in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(h) Records and controls. The Contractor shall maintain records and controls adequate for administration of this clause. The Contractor shall have no entitlement to performance-based payments during any time the Contractor's records or controls are determined by the Contracting Officer to be inadequate for administration of this clause. 

(i) Reports and Government access. The Contractor shall promptly furnish reports, certificates, financial statements, and other pertinent information requested by the Contracting Officer for the administration of this clause and to determine that an event or other criterion prompting a financing payment has been successfully accomplished. The Contractor shall give the Government reasonable opportunity to examine and verify the Contractor's records and to examine and verify the Contractor's performance of this contract for administration of this clause. 

(j) Special terms regarding default. If this contract is terminated under the Default clause, (1) the Contractor shall, on demand, repay to the Government the amount of unliquidated performance-based payments, and (2) title shall vest in the Contractor, on full liquidation of all performance-based payments, for all property for which the Government elects not to require delivery under the Default clause of this contract. The Government shall be liable for no payment except as provided by the Default clause. 

(k) Reservation of rights. (1) No payment or vesting of title under this clause shall (i) excuse the Contractor from performance of obligations under this contract, or (ii) constitute a waiver of any of the rights or remedies of the parties under the contract. 

(2) The Government's rights and remedies under this clause (i) shall not be exclusive, but rather shall be in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or this contract, and (ii) shall not be affected by delayed, partial, or omitted exercise of any right, remedy, power, or privilege, nor shall such exercise or any single exercise preclude or impair any further exercise under this clause or the exercise of any other right, power, or privilege of the Government. 

(l) Content of Contractor's request for performance-based payment. The Contractor's request for performance-based payment shall contain the following: 

(1) The name and address of the Contractor; 

(2) The date of the request for performance-based payment; 

(3) The contract number and/or other identifier of the contract or order under which the request is made; 

(4) Such information and documentation as is required by the contract's description of the basis for payment; and 

(5) A certification by a Contractor official authorized to bind the Contractor, as specified in paragraph (m) of this clause. 

(m) Content of Contractor's certification. As required in paragraph (l)(5) of this clause, the Contractor shall make the following certification in each request for performance-based payment: 

I certify to the best of my knowledge and belief that-- 

(1) This request for performance-based payment is true and correct; this request (and attachments) has been prepared from the books and records of the Contractor, in accordance with the contract and the instructions of the Contracting Officer; 

(2) (Except as reported in writing on __________), all payments to subcontractors and suppliers under this contract have been paid, or will be paid, currently, when due in the ordinary course of business; 

(3) There are no encumbrances (except as reported in writing on _________) against the property acquired or produced for, and allocated or properly chargeable to, the contract which would affect or impair the Government's title; 

(4) There has been no materially adverse change in the financial condition of the Contractor since the submission by the Contractor to the Government of the most recent written information dated _____________ ; and 

(5) After the making of this requested performance-based payment, the amount of all payments for each deliverable item for which performance-based payments have been requested will not exceed any limitation in the contract, and the amount of all payments under the contract will not exceed any limitation in the contract. 

(End of clause)

52.243-7     NOTIFICATION OF CHANGES (APR 1984)

(a) Definitions. 

"Contracting Officer," as used in this clause, does not include any representative of the Contracting Officer. 

"Specifically authorized representative (SAR),"  as used in this clause, means any person the Contracting Officer has so designated by written notice (a copy of which shall be provided to the Contractor) which shall refer to this subparagraph and shall be issued to the designated representative before the SAR exercises such authority.

(b) Notice. The primary purpose of this clause is to obtain prompt reporting of Government conduct that the Contractor considers to constitute a change to this contract.  Except for changes identified as such in writing and signed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall notify the Administrative Contracting Officer in writing, within 30 calendar days from the date that the Contractor identifies any Government conduct (including actions, inactions, and written or oral communications) that the Contractor regards as a change to the contract terms and conditions. On the basis of the most accurate information available to the Contractor, the notice shall state--

(1) The date, nature, and circumstances of the conduct regarded as a change;

(2) The name, function, and activity of each Government individual and Contractor official or employee involved in or knowledgeable about such conduct;

(3) The identification of any documents and the substance of any oral communication involved in such conduct;

(4) In the instance of alleged acceleration of scheduled performance or delivery, the basis upon which it arose;

(5) The particular elements of contract performance for which the Contractor may seek an equitable adjustment under this clause, including--

(i) What contract line items have been or may be affected by the alleged change;

(ii) What labor or materials or both have been or may be added, deleted, or wasted by the alleged change;

(iii) To the extent practicable, what delay and disruption in the manner and sequence of performance and effect on continued performance have been or may be caused by the alleged change;

(iv) What adjustments to contract price, delivery schedule, and other provisions affected by the alleged change are estimated; and

(6) The Contractor's estimate of the time by which the Government must respond to the Contractor's notice to minimize cost, delay or disruption of performance.

(c) Continued performance.  Following submission of the notice required by (b) above, the Contractor shall diligently continue performance of this contract to the maximum extent possible in accordance with its terms and conditions as construed by the Contractor, unless the notice reports a direction of the Contracting Officer or a communication from a SAR of the Contracting Officer, in either of which events the Contractor shall continue performance; provided, however, that if the Contractor regards the direction or communication as a change as described in (b) above, notice shall be given in the manner provided.  All directions, communications, interpretations, orders and similar actions of the SAR shall be reduced to writing and copies furnished to the Contractor and to the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer shall countermand any action which exceeds the authority of the SAR.

(d) Government response.  The Contracting Officer shall promptly, within 10 calendar days after receipt of notice, respond to the notice in writing.  In responding, the Contracting Officer shall either--

(1) Confirm that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance;

(2) Countermand any communication regarded as a change;

(3) Deny that the conduct of which the Contractor gave notice constitutes a change and when necessary direct the mode of further performance; or

(4) In the event the Contractor's notice information is inadequate to make a decision under (1), (2), or (3) above, advise the Contractor what additional information is required, and establish the date by which it should be furnished and the date thereafter by which the Government will respond.

(e) Equitable adjustments.

(1) If the Contracting Officer confirms that Government conduct effected a change as alleged by the Contractor, and the conduct causes an increase or decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, performance of any part of the work under this contract, whether changed or not changed by such conduct, an equitable adjustment shall be made--

(i) In the contract price or delivery schedule or both; and

(ii) In such other provisions of the contract as may be affected.

(2) The contract shall be modified in writing accordingly.  In the case of drawings, designs or specifications which are defective and for which the Government is responsible, the equitable adjustment shall include the cost and time extension for delay reasonably incurred by the Contractor in attempting to comply with the defective drawings, designs or specifications before the Contractor identified, or reasonably should have identified, such defect.  When the cost of property made obsolete or excess as a result of a change confirmed by the Contracting Officer under this clause is included in the equitable adjustment, the Contracting Officer shall have the right to prescribe the manner of disposition of the property.  The equitable adjustment shall not include increased costs or time extensions for delay resulting from the Contractor's failure to provide notice or to continue performance as provided, respectively, in (b) and (c) above.

Note:  The phrases “contract price” and “cost” wherever they appear in the clause, may be appropriately modified to apply to cost-reimbursement or incentive contracts, or to combinations thereof.

52.244-2     SUBCONTRACTS (AUG 1998) - ALTERNATE I (AUG 1998)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Approved purchasing system means a Contractor's purchasing system that has been reviewed and approved in accordance with Part 44 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).

Consent to subcontract means the Contracting Officer's written consent for the Contractor to enter into a particular subcontract.

Subcontract means any contract, as defined in FAR Subpart 2.1, entered into by a subcontractor to furnish supplies or services for performance of the prime contract or a subcontract. It includes, but is not limited to, purchase orders, and changes and modifications to purchase orders.

(b) This clause does not apply to subcontracts for special test equipment when the contract contains the clause at FAR 52.245-18, Special Test Equipment.

(c) When this clause is included in a fixed-price type contract, consent to subcontract is required only on unpriced contract actions (including unpriced modifications or unpriced delivery orders), and only if required in accordance with paragraph (d) or (e) of this clause.

(d) If the Contractor does not have an approved purchasing system, consent to subcontract is required for any subcontract that--

(1) Is of the cost-reimbursement, time-and-materials, or labor-hour type; or

(2) Is fixed-price and exceeds--

(i) For a contract awarded by the Department of Defense, the Coast Guard, or the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract; or

(ii) For a contract awarded by a civilian agency other than the Coast Guard and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, either the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract.

(e) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system, the Contractor nevertheless shall obtain the Contracting Officer's written consent before placing the following subcontracts:

(f)(1) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of placing any subcontract or modification thereof for which consent is required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause, including the following information:

(i) A description of the supplies or services to be subcontracted.

(ii) Identification of the type of subcontract to be used.

(iii) Identification of the proposed subcontractor.

(iv) The proposed subcontract price.

(v) The subcontractor's current, complete, and accurate cost or pricing data and Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, if required by other contract provisions.

(vi) The subcontractor's Disclosure Statement or Certificate relating to Cost Accounting Standards when such data are required by other provisions of this contract.

(vii) A negotiation memorandum reflecting--

(A) The principal elements of the subcontract price negotiations;

(B) The most significant considerations controlling establishment of initial or revised prices;

(C) The reason cost or pricing data were or were not required;

(D) The extent, if any, to which the Contractor did not rely on the subcontractor's cost or pricing data in determining the price objective and in negotiating the final price;

(E) The extent to which it was recognized in the negotiation that the subcontractor's cost or pricing data were not accurate, complete, or current; the action taken by the Contractor and the subcontractor; and the effect of any such defective data on the total price negotiated;

(F) The reasons for any significant difference between the Contractor's price objective and the price negotiated; and

(G) A complete explanation of the incentive fee or profit plan when incentives are used. The explanation shall identify each critical performance element, management decisions used to quantify each incentive element, reasons for the incentives, and a summary of all trade-off possibilities considered.

(2) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system and consent is not required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause, the Contractor nevertheless shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of entering into any (i) cost-plus-fixed-fee subcontract, or (ii) fixed-price subcontract that exceeds the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of this contract. The notification shall include the information required by paragraphs (f)(1)(i) through (f)(1)(iv) of this clause.

(g) Unless the consent or approval specifically provides otherwise, neither consent by the Contracting Officer to any subcontract nor approval of the Contractor's purchasing system shall constitute a determination--

(1) Of the acceptability of any subcontract terms or conditions;

(2) Of the allowability of any cost under this contract; or

(3) To relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for performing this contract.

(h) No subcontract or modification thereof placed under this contract shall provide for payment on a cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost basis, and any fee payable under cost-reimbursement type subcontracts shall not exceed the fee limitations in FAR 15.404-4(c)(4)(i).

(i) The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer immediate written notice of any action or suit filed and prompt notice of any claim made against the Contractor by any subcontractor or vendor that, in the opinion of the Contractor, may result in litigation related in any way to this contract, with respect to which the Contractor may be entitled to reimbursement from the Government.

(j) The Government reserves the right to review the Contractor's purchasing system as set forth in FAR Subpart 44.3.

(k) Paragraphs (d) and (f) of this clause do not apply to the following subcontracts, which were evaluated during negotiations:

252.225-7043      ANTITERRORISM/FORCE PROTECTION POLICY FOR DEFENSE CONTRACTORS OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (JUN 1998)

(a) Except as provided in paragraph (b) of this clause, the Contractor and its subcontractors, if performing or traveling outside the United States under this contract, shall--

(1) Affiliate with the Overseas Security Advisory Council, if the Contractor or subcontractor is a U.S. entity;

(2) Ensure that Contractor and subcontractor personnel who are U.S. nationals and are in-country on a non-transitory basis, register with the U.S. Embassy, and that Contractor and subcontractor personnel who are third country nationals comply with any security related requirements of the Embassy of their nationality;

(3) Provide, to Contractor and subcontractor personnel, antiterrorism/force protection awareness information commensurate with that which the Department of Defense (DoD) provides to its military and civilian personnel and their families, to the extent such information can be made available prior to travel outside the United States; and

(4) Obtain and comply with the most current antiterrorism/force protection guidance for Contractor and subcontractor personnel.

(b) The requirements of this clause do not apply to any subcontractor that is--

(1) A foreign government;

(2) A representative of a foreign government; or

(3) A foreign corporation wholly owned by a foreign government.

(c) Information and guidance pertaining to DoD antiterrorism/force protection can be obtained from HQDA (DAMO-ODL)/ODCSOP; telephone, DSN 224-4177 or commercial (703) 695-8491.

252.232-7007      LIMITATION OF GOVERNMENT'S OBLIGATION (AUG 1993)

(a) Contract line item(s) 0001 through 0010 are incrementally funded. For these item(s), the sum of $(to be incrementatlly funded under each task if applicalbe)  of the total price is presently available for payment and allotted to this contract.  An allotment schedule is set forth in paragraph (i) of this clause.

(b)  For items(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause, the Contractor agrees to perform up to the point at which the total amount payable by the Government, including reimbursement in the event of termination of those item(s) for the Government's convenience, approximates the total amount currently allotted to the contract.  The Contractor will not be obligated to continue work on those item(s) beyond that point. The Government will not be obligated in any event to reimburse the Contractor in excess of the amount allotted to the contract for those item(s) regardless of anything to the contrary in the clause entitled "TERMINATION FOR THE CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT."  As used in this clause, the total amount payable by the Government in the event of termination of applicable contract line item(s) for convenience includes costs, profit and estimated termination settlement costs for those item(s).

(c)  Notwithstanding the dates specified in the allotment schedule in paragraph (i) of this clause, the Contractor will notify the Contracting Officer in writing at least sixty days prior to the date when, in the Contractor's best judgment, the work will reach the point at which the total amount payable by the Government, including any cost for termination for convenience, will approximate 85 percent of the total amount then allotted to the contract for performance of the applicable item(s).  The notification will state (1) the estimated date when that point will be reached and (2) an estimate of additional funding, if any, needed to continue performance of applicable line items up to the next scheduled date for allotment of funds identified in paragraph (i) of this clause, or to a mutually agreed upon substitute date.  The notification will also advise the Contracting Officer of the estimated amount of additional funds that will be required for the timely performance of the item(s) funded pursuant to this clause, for subsequent period as may be specified in the allotment schedule in paragraph (i) of this clause, or otherwise agreed to by the parties.  If after such notification additional funds are not allotted by the date identified in the Contractor's notification, or by an agreed substitute date, the Contracting Officer will terminate any item(s) for which additional funds have not been allotted, pursuant to the clause of this contract entitled "TERMINATION FOR THE CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT".

(d)  When additional funds are allotted for continued performance of the contract line item(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause, the parties will agree as to the period of contract performance which will be covered by the funds.  The provisions of paragraph (b) through (d) of this clause will apply in like manner to the additional allotted funds and agreed substitute date, and the contract will be modified accordingly.

(e)  If, solely by reason of failure of the Government to allot additional funds, by the dates indicated below, in amounts sufficient for timely performance of the contract line item(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause, the Contractor incurs additional costs or is delayed in the performance of the work under this contract and if additional funds are allotted, an equitable adjustment will be made in the price or prices (including appropriate target, billing, and ceiling prices where applicable) of the item(s), or in the time of delivery, or both.  Failure to agree to any such equitable adjustment hereunder will be a dispute concerning a question of fact within the meaning of the clause entitled "disputes."

(f)  The Government may at any time prior to termination allot additional funds for the performance of the contract line item(s) identified in paragraph (a) of this clause.

(g)  The termination provisions of this clause do not limit the rights of the Government under the clause entitled "DEFAULT."  The provisions of this clause are limited to work and allotment of funds for the contract line item(s) set forth in paragraph (a) of this clause.  This clause no longer applies once the contract if fully funded except with regard to the rights or obligations of the parties concerning equitable adjustments negotiated under paragraphs (d) or (e) of this clause.

(h)  Nothing in this clause affects the right of the Government to this contract pursuant to the clause of this contract entitled "TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE OF THE GOVERNMENT."

SAMPLE TASK ORDER STATEMENT OF WORK

Intelligence, Security and Information Operations (IO) Support 

1.0  Scope 
The objective of this sample order is to provide contract support to the Intelligence, Security and Information Operations (IO) of HQ INSCOM and its subordinate commands and elements.  Specific contract duties do not include, and shall not be interpreted as including, inherently governmental functions such as (but not limited to) policy development, representation of the government at meetings, and decision-making.
2.0  Tasks  

The following tasks shall be performed:  

2.1  Task 1 – Collection, Analysis, Evaluation, Interpretation and Dissemination of Information

The contractor shall provide support to and perform research and analysis of all-source data derived from, but not limited to, multiple and specialized databases.  Analytical tools will include but not be limited to: Arc-IMS, Arc-Map, Arc View, AIM, Analyst Notebook, ASAS light with MAST, SEAS, CIM 3.0, Groove 2.1, CCM and Starlight. The contractor shall develop and produce intelligence products to include but not limited to analytic studies, reports, briefings, and threat warning tippers.  The contractor shall document sources and procedures and compile and disseminate information. The contractor shall identify gaps in intelligence information and develop and input intelligence collection and production requirements to address those gaps. 

2.2  Task 2 – Support to Specific Intelligence Disciplines 

The contractor shall provide support to and expertise in CI, HUMINT, IMINT, IO, MASINT, OSINT, SIGINT, counter-terrorism and counter-narcotics planning and operations.  

2.3  Task 3 – Support to New and Emerging Technology and Innovation

The contractor shall identify new and emerging technology, to include tools, databases and methodologies that will assist in addressing critical mission tasks. The contractor shall develop and employ new/innovative methodologies and techniques to enhance/improve existing methods and operations.

2.4  Task 4 - Training Support

The contractor shall provide administrative and operational support for intelligence, methodology, technical and system specific training.  The contractor shall develop administrative and logistical support for, and/or participation in, Mobile Training Teams (MTT) conducting field-training operations CONUS and OCONUS.  The contractor shall coordinate and facilitate any sub-contracted training support. The contractor shall assist in requirement identification/documentation and provide technical and analytical support for the development and demonstration of prototype and low-density training software/systems. 

2.5 Task 5 – Information Technology/Management Support

The contractor shall review current bandwidth requirements (to include NIPRNET, SIPRNET, NSANET and JWICS), recommend new and existing circuits for alternative routing, and research and recommend possible improvements, innovation and cost savings for worldwide communication systems.

2.6  Task 6 – Administrative Support

The contractor shall provide general office administration support for HQ INSCOM on a daily basis. 

3.0  Parameters

3.1  Work Hours

(b) demonstrate ability to meet or exceed small business goals and plans to enhance future

       involvement of small businesses.

This evaluation is separate from the Small Business Subcontracting Plan evaluation as described in L-10; however the Offeror’s proposed approach as provided for the evaluation criteria as listed above must be consistent with the information as provided in the Small Business Subcontracting Plan.

M.7.3.3   PAST PERFORMANCE FACTOR

FACTOR  3.0 - Past Performance References

Proposals will be evaluated based on the information provided by the questionnaires (in accordance with Section L-13.2.3 (Factor 3.0)) to ensure that the comments were:

(a) based on current and relevant past performance (within the last three (3) years);

(b) provided by an appropriate source; and 

(c) allowed for the analysis of applicable trends 

      (i.e. security, retention of personnel, cost, performance, etc.)

The Government reserves the right to call all references to verify the data, and to supplement the information (if needed) by utilizing web based past performance data, and/or interviewing outside personnel other than those included in the offeror’s proposal.

M.7.3.4 COST EVALUATION FACTOR
FACTOR 9.0:  COST REALISM

All cost proposal information as requested by Section L-13.2.4 will be evaluated (but not scored) based on:

(a)  reasonable and realistic data;

(b)  a clear understanding of the requirements; and

(c) Appropriate number of hours and skill levels that accurately reflect proposed staffing plan.

The Government’s cost realism analysis will be used in the development of the Government’s Evaluated Cost for each offeror’s proposal.  The evaluated cost will be determined by adjusting each offeror’s proposed cost, and fee when appropriate, to reflect any additions or reductions in cost elements to realistic levels when compared to the offeror’s proposed technical approach.  Evaluated cost consists of base options.  The evaluated cost for each offeror may differ from the offeror’s proposed cost, in that this estimate will be based on the Government’s developed “most likely cost.”  The evaluated cost shall be used in the overall determination of Best Value.

M-8      BASIS OF CONTRACT AWARD

Multiple Awards will be made to the Offerors whose proposals are determined to represent the best value to the Government based on the evaluation factors which consist of Technical, Management (Oral Presentation), Past Performance, and Cost.  The Government anticipates awarding at least  three  contracts awards and no more than six contracts from the resulting solicitation. 

One of the resulting contracts will be awarded to a  qualified small business.  In the event an offer is not received from a technically qualified small business, all awards will be made to large businesses.  Additionally, the successful Offerors’s proposals must demonstrate the capability to meet the Government’s minimum security requirements.   Also, prior to award the large businesses apparent  successful Offerors shall provide an acceptable Small Business Subcontracting Plan to the Government.  

The number of awards may include considerations of essentially equal proposals considering only non-cost factors, and award decision among large businesses may be made on the basis of lower evaluated cost.  Notwithstanding the Government intends to make an award to one technically qualified small business. The Government, however, reserves the right to make no award as a result of the solicitation, if, upon evaluation, none of the proposals are deemed likely to meet the requirements at an acceptable level of risk and/or cost.
