Army quality of life to improve

WASHINGTON (Army News Service, Aug.
11, 2003) — Secretary of Defense Donald H.
Rumsfeld and Secretary of Labor Elaine L. Chao
recently signed a memorandum of understand-
ing to promote cooperative efforts between the
departments to improve the quality of life of
service members and their families, and to
contribute to the quality of the American labor
force.

At a Pentagon ceremony in July, an agree-
ment was made to provide a framework for a
broad range of continuing efforts between the
departments including three important areas:
connections to the job markets in America’s
communities, involvement with labor laws that
affect reemployment, for example training,
unemployment compensation, and interest in
states’ reciprocal licensing and certification
requirements needed to qualify for employment.

"All of our people who serve are volunteers
and we owe them a great debt of gratitude,” said

Rumsfeld. If there’s anything we can do to
improve their lives and create a circumstance
that’s better for them is just enormously impor-
tant .... and this is one of them.”

The agreement will help military spouses
establish careers despite having to transition
among job markets due to frequent relocations. It
will also strengthen the Department of Labor’s
efforts to support returning reservists’ job
searches, employ America’s Job Bank to recruit
for military jobs, expand Dol’s employment infra-
structure to support military spouse employment
and encourage corporate America to hire return-
ing reservists and military spouses.

"We are so proud of our men and women in
uniform,” said Chao. “Now it’s our turn to support
them by providing separating service members,
military spouses and veterans with the help they
need to succeed in the workforce. ”

One of the highest-placed and most
productive espionage agents of the Civil War.
Member of the MI Hall of Fame.

3. Wife of famed 20" century cryptologist,
who has been dubbed “America’s first female
cryptanalyst.” She taught cryptology to Army
officers during World War |.

4. Appointed as Director, Women’s Army
Auxiliary Corps in May 1942.

5. World War Il OSS Operative. Code-
named “Tiger.” Ran a network of agents in
southern France. Moving in high circles she
socialized with ranking Nazi officers, gaining
information of great military value to the Allies.

6. Known as the “Limping Lady of the
OSS.” For her work behind the lines in occupied
France, she became the first civilian female
awarded the Distinguished Service Cross.

7. She became one of the first women to
work in the Counter Intelligence Corps and is
credited with playing a part in the capture of
some 150 spies at one time.

8. Warrant Officer. Served in the Army
Operations Center, Vietnam and with the Com-
bined Documents Exploitation Center in Saigon.
Her analysis predicted the 1968 TET offensive.

9. Army Security Agency communications
security specialists who were the first women
soldiers to participate in a US Readiness Com-
mand Joint Forces Training Exercise.

10. The first woman promoted to 3-Star
General in the United States Army.
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
