The Army integrates the talents and skills of its military and civilian members to form a Total Army.
About the Position:  This position is in the Defense Civilian Intelligence Personnel System (DCIPS). Employees occupying DCIPS positions are in the Excepted Service and must adhere to U.S. Code, Title 10, as well as Department of Defense Instruction 1400.25. This position is located at the U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Assistant Chief of Staff, Fort Belvoir, VA.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.

All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. Specialist, GS-0201-09).

Duties:  Serves as the Major Command's (MACOMs) technical expert and staff advisor on mechanical engineering and real property maintenance issues, and as the Division's regional expert for Intelligence and Security Command's (INSCOMs) Major Subordinate Commands (MACOMs) at specified locations.  Initiates, directs and executes MACOM mechanical engineering programs to include Military Construction, Army (MCA) project development.  Plans, directs and coordinates required multidisciplinary engineering, resource programming and budgeting for 








INSCOM units within the assigned area.  Performs the following duties; Provides expert, professional advice to the INSCOM Commander and MSCs on all mechanical issues affecting the MACOM.  Develops, implements and oversees the application of command policy for mechanical engineering issues which addresses both fixed 
and mobile facilities and tactical equipment. Reviews drawings, designs and specifications for the completeness and accuracy of mechanical engineering and heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) requirements.  Provides mechanical inspection and acceptance reviews on on-going construction projects.  Develops and presents cost estimates and projections for mechanical engineering and HVAC efforts.

Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-12).  Specialized experience is defined as mechanical engineering experience in the design, operation, maintenance and repair of HVAC and other mechanical engineering aspects of Army facilities including data centers, and operations centers (requiring high capacity and highly reliable systems), and a wide variety of other facility types. Experience in preparing and review of design documents and submittals, inspection and assessment/acceptance of new construction and renovations for mechanical systems and documentation of as-built conditions.  Experience conducting measurements and tests and developing engineering solutions for problems in mechanical systems, and in maintenance/repair activities for mechanical systems, equipment, and related analog and digital control systems.  Experience in mechanical/HVAC load calculations, system design and developing specifications, cost estimates and economic analyses to assess renovations versus new construction to meet requirements and development of DD 1391's and other documents supporting project programming and funding.  Experience in coordinating minor and major (MCA) project efforts and other real property support activities with garrison staffs and Corps of Engineers offices and other supporting organizations within the Army.  Experience in supporting and advocating subordinate units or MSC's and in management of projects/program for new construction, renovations, and improvement for facilities encompassing highly specialized or unique mission critical requirements.  




You will be evaluated on the basis of your level of competency (knowledge, skills, abilities) in the following areas:

· Knowledge of mechanical engineering design, construction, operation, maintenance and troubleshooting for a wide variety of Army facilities.

· Knowledge of Army facilities policies, programming and budgeting and ability to develop executable plans and programs.

· Ability to interact and liaison with MSC's and IMCOM and USACE support activities 

· Knowledge of data centers and other critical facilities infrastructure and support

· Skills and ability to conduct briefings for senior leadership

NOTE: Creditable experience may include previous military experience, experience gained in the private sector, or experience gained in another government agency so long as it was at a level at least equivalent to the next lower grade in the series.


CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT
