About the Position:  This position is in the Defense Civilian Intelligence Personnel System (DCIPS). Employees occupying DCIPS positions are in the Excepted Service and must adhere to U.S. Code, Title 10, as well as Department of Defense Instruction 1400.25. This position is located at the U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Assistant Chief of Staff, Resource Management, Fort Belvoir, VA.

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.




All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). Duties: Performs budgetary functions and oversees contractual funding obligations to include the following: Prepares multi-year budget estimates for INSCOM HQ Staff directorates associated with various funding programs within INSCOM. (Estimates are prepared by appropriation IAW Army policies and directives.) Prepares, coordinates, directs, and provides quality control on guidance for use by INSCOM HQ Staff personnel in development of budget estimates. Reviews and analyzes critical portion of HQ staff budget. Directs the consolidation, analyses, and quality control of staff input and submits HQ budget. Implements and reports IAW directives. Interprets and renders authoritative advice and decisions on regulatory requirements, rules, directives, and regulations. Briefs the Chief of Staff and higher echelons. Provides technical advice on matters pertaining to funding, programming, and interpretation of policies and regulations to centralized budget personnel and HQ staff. 
Reviews estimates and supporting data to assure the application of funds, performance against HQDA goals, and budget programs included in HQ staff funding. Based on analyses, initiates, reviews, and recommends approval or disapproval of requests for transfer of funds between HQ Staff Directorates, appropriations, and/or major subordinate commands (MSCs). Renders substantive participation and assistance in the planning, development, and preparation of INSCOM policy, programs and objectives pertinent to Command budget programs which are subsequently submitted to HQDA, DCI/OSD, Office of Management and Budget (OMB), and Congress. Develops data in support of budgetary requirements. Prepares written justification of resource requirement. 
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-13). Specialized experience is defined as: understanding of concepts, precedents, trends, principals, methodologies of budget execution and requirements justification.

· Knowledge of a wide range of concepts, principles, and procedures used in the Department of Defense (DOD) Planning, Programming, and Budgeting System (PPBS) and the Department of the Army (DA) Planning, Programming, Budgeting, and Execution System (PPBES), and skill in applying this knowledge to difficult and complex work assignments.
· Comprehensive and in-depth knowledge of and skill in applying concepts, principles, and practices in human resources management. Ability to apply the knowledge in effectively supervising, managing, and directing assigned personnel
· Strong verbal and written communication: ability to convey and disseminate technical aspects of major resource programs and activities to personnel at all organizational levels 

NOTE: Creditable experience may include previous military experience, experience gained in the private sector, or experience gained in another government agency so long as it was at a level at least equivalent to the next lower grade in the series.


CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT
