HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.



All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. If you are a Federal Civil Service employment should include your job title, pay plan, series and grade level (e.g. Human Resource
Specialist, GS-0201-09).

Duties: In a developmental capacity, advises on all aspects of the Civilian Personnel Program. Provides guidance and assistance in the areas of civilian personnel practices, procedures, training, and Management-Employee Relations. Independently interprets, monitors and reviews all regulatory and procedural requirements pertaining to civilian personnel actions, procedures and programs, making recommendations as required. Provides advice and guidance to supervisors, managers, employees on career development, training and procedures. Assists in the establishment and maintenance of databases for tracking personnel strength, vacancies and TDA authorizations and requirements. Collects, correlates, and analyzes data from these sources for inclusion into recurring reports. Develops, complies and manages Metrics reports. Manages the Defense Civilian Pay System for all Unit civilian personnel actions. Advise on personnel strength and organization structure, provides input for the Management of Change window to the TDA, and reviews and makes recommendations on unit force structure. Manages TDA authorization/requirements to achieve optimum position management. Monitors Unit missions and operational tempo to assess and determine and forecast the unit's civilian personnel shortfalls. Interprets regulatory guidance, policies and procedures to advise on the best means to address those shortfalls. 
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-07). Specialized experience is defined as performing progressively responsible experience in analyzing organizational structure and performing civilian personnel administrative procedures.
You will be evaluated on the basis of your level of competency (knowledge, skills, abilities) in the following areas:

· Knowledge of Civilian Personnel Management
· Knowledge of DCIPS/DCPDS/DCPS/ATAAPS

CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT
