About the Position:  This position is in the Defense Civilian Intelligence Personnel System (DCIPS). Employees occupying DCIPS positions are in the Excepted Service and must adhere to U.S. Code, Title 10, as well as Department of Defense Instruction 1400.25. This position is located at the HQ, U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Office of the Assistant Chief of Staff G2, Fort Belvoir, VA.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.



All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. Duties: The incumbent serves as a Director of the United States Army Intelligence and Security Command (INSCOM) Security Vetting Office (SVO), under the Assistant Chief of Staff, G2. As the SVO chief, the incumbent will be responsible for directing the effective Army Security Vetting Enterprise (SVE) IAW complex regulatory standards. He/she will be responsible for managing multiple efforts, to include an analytic staff responsible for analysis of intelligence, counterintelligence (CI), and international terrorism information to identify potential insider threats.
The selectee will serve as the final review and appeal authority for negative contractor fitness determinations based on developed personnel security (PERSEC) derogatory information from analytical operations.  He/she will oversee tracking of all National Intelligence Agency Checks (NIAC).
The incumbent supervises multi-disciplinary professionals, managing geographically separated branches performing multiple missions under the SVO.  As such, implements all civilian personnel management requirements.
The selectee will represent the Army’s SVE to national partners, establishing and maintaining liaison with insider threat, investigative, security, information assurance, and intelligence oversight program offices. 
The incumbent manages all budget requirements for the SVO, to include identifying potential resourcing shortfalls and developing unfunded requirements (UFR) requests. Oversees execution of contract requirements for the SVO.
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-14). Specialized experience is progressively responsible intelligence-related security and management work related to the position being filled: Experience as a program manager, COR, or supervisor; experience with security programs, especially information security, security education, training and awareness, and personnel security; experience presenting briefings or presentations.
Specialized experience is defined as progressively responsible intelligence-related security work directly related to security policies, concepts, principles, and regulations. Such experience may include work that involves physical security, personnel security and protection of personnel or property security.
You will be evaluated on the basis of your level of competency (knowledge, skills, abilities) in the following areas:
· Expert knowledge of federal, DoD, DA, and IC insider threat and security vetting policies, regulations, and directives, to include applicable security and CI regulations and directives.
· Knowledge and understanding of counterintelligence, law enforcement, and personnel security investigative procedures and policies.
· Demonstrated knowledge of counterintelligence or international terrorism reporting procedures.
· Ability to manage the development and implementation of initiatives to improve an organizational security vetting enterprise.
· Ability to communicate effectively, orally and in writing, in order to conduct meetings and briefings, represent the organization in conferences and other forums, and prepare a variety of correspondence and documentation, especially to senior leaders.
· Knowledge of federal civilian supervisory standards/requirements.
· Demonstrated ability to effectively manage a multi-faceted or complex program.

CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT

1. The incumbent must be able to obtain and maintain a Top Secret/SCI security clearance
2.  You will be required to provide proof of U.S Citizenship.  
3. IAW Change 3 to AR 600-85 Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Program, the incumbent must successfully pass a urinalysis screening for illegal drug use prior to appointment and periodically thereafter.

4. May be required to perform Temporary Duty (TDY) travel to worldwide locations 10% or less of the time.

5. All INSCOM employees may be subject to extended TDY or worldwide deployments during crisis situations to perform mission essential functions as determined by management.
