This position is located at the U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Mission Support Command, Office of the Assistant Chief of Staff, G2, Special Security Office, Fort Belvoir, VA.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.



All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. Duties: The incumbent performs a full range of moderately difficult to complex functional security duties and assignments in one or more of the assigned intelligence-related security specialties: industrial, information, personnel, or physical security; and/or one or more of the assigned security programs: Antiterrorism/Force Protection; Security Education, Training, and Awareness (SETA); and Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI) Management. The incumbent will apply contemporary security program philosophy, techniques and regulatory requirements to resolve routine to complex security policy and procedural problems. The incumbent must use judgment in interpreting and adapting guidelines, Executive Orders, directives, regulations and work directions for application to specific security requirements and problems as they apply to the Department of Defense, the Department of the Army, and the Intelligence Community. Independently reviews, analyzes and recommends positive courses of actions to unique organizational mission security problems not resolvable by application of standard regulatory requirements; solutions developed often result in new/improved security methods, approaches or procedures.

Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-11). Specialized experience is defined as progressively responsible intelligence-related security program work directly related to the position being filled. Specialized experience includes execution of security programs in support of an Intelligence Community (IC) agency. Personnel security clearances, physical security of IC facilities, information security, badge issue, courier authorizations, access controls, security violation reporting, and analysis of security incidents in order to provide total security program support.
Specialized experience is defined as progressively responsible intelligence-related security work directly related to security policies, concepts, principles, and regulations. Such experience may include work that involves physical security, personnel security and protection of personnel or property security.

· Knowledge of Security Principles and Concepts
· Ability to Resolve Conventional Security Problems
