Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.


All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. Specialist, GS-0201-09).

Duties: Serves as a Supervisory Security Specialist performing serving as advisor to management regarding issues on SCIF security, control and safeguarding of information, property, and personnel. Exercises supervision, oversight and management of security requirements and activities for SCIFs. 
Performs the full range of supervisory and civilian human resources responsibilities, to include but not limited to, employee counseling; disciplinary actions; employee training; planning, scheduling and assignment of work; review of finished work for completeness and accuracy; and employee performance evaluations for all personnel assigned to the Access Control Team. 
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.
To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level GS/GG-12. Specialized experience is defined as performing a full range of moderately difficult to complex security program duties and assignments which allows the candidate to perform successfully the duties of interpreting security policies, access control for SCIFs, physical security, supervision, and security administration.
Specialized experience is defined as progressively responsible intelligence-related security work directly related to security policies, concepts, principles, and regulations. Such experience may include work that involves physical security, personnel security and protection of personnel or property security. 
You will be evaluated on the basis of your level of competency (knowledge, skills, and abilities) in the following areas:

· Knowledge and skill in applying and interpreting policies, regulations, and directives involving security administration.
· Knowledge of security services and programs supporting contractors and visitors.
· Knowledge of human resources management principles, practices, policies and procedures and demonstrated ability to supervise assigned specialists.
· Skill in inspection techniques sufficient to lead and conduct security compliance inspections and security assistance visits.
· Skill in oral and written communications to prepare clear, concise regulations, supplements, briefings and oral presentations for all levels of command.
 
CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT

1. The incumbent must be able to obtain and maintain a Top Secret/SCI security clearance
2.  You will be required to provide proof of U.S Citizenship.  
3. IAW Change 3 to AR 600-85 Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Program, the incumbent must successfully pass a urinalysis screening for illegal drug use prior to appointment and periodically thereafter.
