Knowledge and skills to enable, direct, and guide concept development, integration, and synchronization by and with National agencies and Intelligence Community members, as well as the ability to effectively apply concepts to ongoing INSCOM operational and technical development activities.
· Expert knowledge in manpower (face to space), programming and funding, Plans, Programs, and Budget and Execution System (PPBES), Mission Area Analysis (MAA), and Total Army Analysis (TAA) process(es), Manpower (military/ civilians/contractors) accountability, force structure and command authorities of Title 10 and Title 50 responsibilities across the command.
