Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.



All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). Duties:  Serves as INSCOM's senior traffic management specialist with responsibility for staff and technical supervision of all traffic management functions incident to DOD freight, passenger, and personal property movements and related services.  Develops, initiates, coordinates, and implements policies, regulations, and procedures for traffic and transportation management programs.  Programs for and manages Second Destination Transportation Funds (SDT) and Transportation Account Codes (TACs).  Oversees management and implementation of policies related to transportation deployment planning and execution.  Provides deployment expertise and assistance to units deploying by sea, air and land.  Tracks Unit Line Number (ULN) status and monitors the movement of unit personnel, equipment, and material using In-Transit Visibility (ITV) tools, and the Joint Operations Planning and Execution System (JOPES).
    Analyzes effects of policy changes, new legislation, and budget constraints on traffic management programs.  Performs analytical work with other programs. Informs senior management of issues arising from changes to regulations and Congressional and National level initiatives.   Oversees management and implementation of policies related to the Command's non-tactical vehicle (NTV) fleet.  Provides Command oversight of NTVs dispersed worldwide and ensures yearly NTV cost, usage and management reports are submitted in compliance with Congressional, EPA, DoD/DA and other Government agency's reporting requirements.

Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

Directed and controlled the economical procurement and use of freight and transportation services from commercial transportation companies, military transportation system, commercial design non-tactical vehicle fleets, and special purpose vehicles and material handling equipment.  Analyzed and implemented policy changes, new legislation, and budget constraints on traffic management programs.  Informed senior management of issues/impact of regulatory changes and Congressional and National level initiatives.
