The Army integrates the talents and skills of its military and civilian members to form a Total Army.
About the Position:  This position is in the Defense Civilian Intelligence Personnel System (DCIPS). Employees occupying DCIPS positions are in the Excepted Service and must adhere to U.S. Code, Title 10, as well as Department of Defense Instruction 1400.25. This position is located at the U. S Army Intelligence and Security Command, Assistant Chief of Staff, G-8, Fort Belvoir, VA.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.

All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. If you are a Federal Civil Service employment should include your job title, pay plan, series and grade level (e.g. Human Resource
Specialist, GS-0201-09).
- Documentation which proves you are eligible to apply for the vacancy. The
"Proof of Eligibility" attachment describes eligibility categories and what document(s) are required as proof. You must meet the requirements of at least one eligibility category, specified in the "Who May Apply" section of the job opportunity announcement, to receive further consideration. Duties:  Serves as a Command Program Analyst and technical advisor to management providing expertise for all resource management issues of assigned units responsible for the preparation, coordination, monitoring, and execution of resource actions from program development through budget execution. Reviews and analyzes budget-related issues that require the application of new or significantly modified criteria or standards to resolve, such as new legislation that impacts program plans and funding, or conflicting program and budgetary requirements.
Analyzes budget estimates and supporting data and provides recommendations to assure compliance with regulatory and legal limitations and restrictions within the major resource programs. Determines availability of funds and distributes funds to ensure maximum utilization throughout the fiscal year. Interprets program and dollar guidance received from DoD and HQDA, as well as other National intelligence agencies, and advises MACOM Staff Elements and Major Subordinate Commands (MSCs) on its implementation within the Command. 
Analyzes input received from Staff Elements and MSCs and develops, coordinates prioritization, monitors, and defends major resource programs to include; Army, Military Intelligence Program (MIP), General Defense Intelligence Program (GDIP), Consolidated Cryptologic Program (CCP),  and National Geospatial-Intelligence Program (NGP) submitted to HQDA, ODNI, OSD, Congress, and OMB.
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.
To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-12). 
Specialized Experience:  Specialized experience is defined as: Experience in development and performing all phases of planning, programming analysis, formulation, justification, presentation, execution and review of the Future Year Defense Plan (FYDP).  Identifying concerns and problems, conducting qualitative and quantitative analyses of data gathered from multiple sources.

· Experience with, and understanding of Army, NIC, DoD, and Congressional, resource management policies, directives, and regulations. 

· Knowledge of various organizational and management structures and techniques of Army, DoD, Joint, Theater, and National Intelligence organizations. 

· Knowledge of management principles and processes.

· Knowledge of analytical and evaluative methods and techniques for assessing program development and improving organizational and effectiveness and efficiency.

· Strong oral and written communication skills

CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT

1. The incumbent must be able to obtain and maintain a Top Secret/SCI security clearance
