About the Position:  This position is in the Defense Civilian Intelligence Personnel System (DCIPS). Employees occupying DCIPS positions are in the Excepted Service and must adhere to U.S. Code, Title 10, as well as Department of Defense Instruction 1400.25. This position is located at the U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Mission Support Command, Director of Contracting, Fort Belvoir, VA.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.



All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. If you are a Federal Civil Service employment should include your job title, pay plan, series and grade level (e.g. Human Resource
Specialist, GS-0201-09).

Duties.  You will perform pre-award and post-award functions involving complex, highly specialized intelligence-related procurement activities.  Duties include managing all aspects of the functional area of contract management, including contract formation, solicitation, negotiations, cost and price analysis, award, contract administration, termination and close-out for a variety of contracts which frequently require special handling or other specialized terms and conditions due to high visibility issues.

Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-11). Specialized experience is defined as assisting in performing pre-award and post-award contracting functions, and contract management, including contract formulation, solicitation, negotiations, cost and price analysis, award, contract administration, termination and close-out for a variety of contracts.

EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS:

Some federal jobs allow you to substitute your education for the required experience in order to qualify.  For this job you must meet the qualification requirement using experience alone—no substitution of education for experience is permitted.  This position does require the following educational requirements in addition to the required experience:

A bachelors degree from an accredited educational institution authorized to grant baccalaureate degrees; AND at least 24 semester hours of study from an accredited institution of higher education in any combination of the following fields:  accounting, business, finance, law, contracts, purchasing, economics, industrial management, marketing, quantitative methods, or organization and management obtained within or in addition to the bachelor’s degree.

Current civilian personnel in DOD who occupied GS/GG-1102 positions or contracting positions with authority to award or administer contracts above the simplified acquisition threshold in an Executive Department on or before September 30, 2000, are exempt from meeting this requirement.  Individuals who occupied a similar occupational specialty to the GS/GG-1102 while serving in the military on or before September 20, 2000, are also exempt from meeting this requirement.
