This position is located at the U.S. Army Intelligence and Security Command, Mission Support Command, Army Field Support Center, Military Intelligence Civilian Excepted Service Career Program.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.



All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be
submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or
month/year to present). Duties: Under supervision of a Master Polygraph Examiner (MPEX), the incumbent conducts Counterintelligence (CI) Polygraph Examinations (PE) primarily on military and civilian personnel of all grades involved in Special Access Programs, CI Scope PEs and source vetting PEs throughout CONUS.  PEs may also include the employment of interpreters during the conduct of specific issue and source vetting PEs.  Coordinates logistical requirements for pre-examination briefings and PEs throughout CONUS.  
Prepares and evaluates polygraph investigative techniques and methods to be utilized during examination and prepares complete, concise investigative reports for all cases within the Command.  Conducts intelligence operational and specific issue suitability PEs on cleared personnel in sensitive positions or on those involved in specific Human Intelligence (HUMINT) or CI operations located within CONUS.  Provides advice and assistance, demonstrations, briefings and instruction to Commanders and polygraph customers.
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-12). Specialized experience is experience working in an element conducting specific issue or source vetting polygraph examinations; providing advice and guidance concerning polygraph applicability in the conduct of sensitive counterintelligence investigations; experience that included intelligence-related research and analysis; and intelligence collections, intelligence operations and/or intelligence related investigations.
Progressively responsible experience is that which has included intelligence-related research, analysis, collections and /or operations. This experience should have included intelligence analysis and/or production, intelligence collection and/or operations, counterintelligence, or threat support directly related to the position to be filled. Creditable specialized experience may include previous military intelligence experience, experience gained in the private sector or in another government agency as long as it was at a level at least equivalent to the next lower band in the series. This experience should demonstrate: Knowledge of intelligence processes, cycle and organizations; Knowledge of and/or ability to use research tools such as library holdings, photographs, statistics, graphics and maps; Knowledge of the systems, procedures and methods of analyzing, compiling, reporting and disseminating intelligence data; and/or Knowledge of organization(s) for and methods of collecting and analyzing intelligence data.
You will be evaluated on the basis of your level of competency (knowledge, skills, abilities) in the following areas:
· Knowledge of a comprehensive range of concepts and principles as they pertain to CI and the polygraph, and utilized in the full range of intelligence operations, supported by the polygraph.
· Demonstrated experience conducting complex investigations where advanced skills must be employed, to include advanced level interviewing and interrogations skills.
· Extensive knowledge of legal principles, ethical standards and current scientifically tested PE techniques.
· Knowledge of CI investigative principles, to include the planning, coordination and conducting of sensitive investigations and operations.
· Knowledge and practical experience in all types of polygraph examinations, to include proficiency in conducting screening examinations, specific issue examinations, asset vetting examinations and the ability to conduct examinations through an interpreter.

CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT

1. The incumbent must be able to obtain and maintain a Top Secret/SCI security clearance
2.  You will be required to provide proof of U.S Citizenship.  
3. IAW Change 3 to AR 600-85 Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Program, the incumbent must successfully pass a urinalysis screening for illegal drug use prior to appointment and periodically thereafter.

4. A pre-employment polygraph for potential non-Federal employee applicants may be required prior to employment
5.  May be required to perform Temporary Duty (TDY) travel to worldwide locations 40% or less of the time.

6. All INSCOM employees may be subject to extended TDY or worldwide deployments during crisis situations to perform mission essential functions as determined by management.
7.  Two year trial may be required.
8.  Must be able to obtain and maintain a TOP SECRET/Sensitive Compartmented Information security clearance.
9.  Must be willing to undergo and successfully complete a Counterintelligence Scope Polygraph Examination and pass random examinations thereafter IAW AR 380-67, Personnel Security program.
10. Must sign and comply with the provisions of a mobility (rotation) agreement.  Mobility may include unaccompanied tours.
11. The incumbent of this position must have successfully completed the Psycho-physiological Detection of Deception Court, The National Center for Credibility Assessment, Fort Jackson, SC.
12. Must be able to successfully complete the CI Special Agent Course, Ft Huachuca, AZ.
13. Must execute a classified information Non-Disclosure Agreement.
