HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.

All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. Duties: Serves as senior consultant in visual communications and computer graphics; provides leadership and direction in the area of visual information and communications; provides technical and artistic guidance for agency staff including agency management, program experts, and scientific staff; develops guidelines and standards for visual communications. Coordinates areas of responsibility and incoming work to section personnel and provides specific instructions regarding work methods, procedures, and deadlines.  Designs/illustrates abstract ideas and concepts and graphically depicts highly technical, intelligence-related subject matter that often has no precedent, for use in visual presentations and publications to senior policy makers. Produces graphics products assigned using video, computers and other approved processes that meet customer schedules and expectations, add value, visually and verbally express ideas and are both distinctive and innovative.  Researches and presents findings to questions posed by junior members of the graphics staff related to mechanics, usage, style, and industry practices. Trains subordinates concerning policy and procedures within the section and trains others about graphic policies and AV equipment operation throughout the Center. Operates computer graphics systems to a high degree, including test and evaluation, to create unique products and provide services of a highly technical nature
Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify applicants must possess one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level (GS/GG-12). Knowledge of Intelligence Community regulations, directives, standards, guidelines, capabilities, roles, and responsibilities.  Knowledge of multidiscipline intelligence activities and organizations.  Knowledge of civilian and military personnel management.
You will be evaluated on the basis of your level of competency (knowledge, skills, abilities) in the following areas:
· Knowledge of a wide range of concepts, principles, and practices gained through extended experience, and skill in applying this knowledge to difficult and complex work assignments that often have no precedent.
· Expert knowledge of a wide range of communication and illustration concepts and practices, and major technologies in the communications industry to include video, computer animation, graphics, multimedia presentation, digital imaging and media production. 
· Expert knowledge of the major functions of computer-aided graphics and design systems, and substantial knowledge of computer environments (i.e., UNIX, DOS, NT) and accompanying software.
· Ability to blend various techniques and develop new approaches in order to prepare visual material that clarifies complex technical concepts related to all-source intelligence production operations.
