HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:

Your application package (resume, supporting documents) will be used to determine your eligibility, qualifications, and quality ranking for INSCOM vacant positions.  Errors or omissions may affect your rating or consideration for employment.

All Department of the Army job applications require:

- A copy of your RESUME showing relevant experience. Your resume may be submitted in any format. Your resume must include your first and last name, current address, current email address, current phone number, job title, duties and accomplishments. For qualifications determinations your resume must contain hours worked per week and the dates of employment (i.e., month/year to month/year or month/year to present). If your resume does not contain this information, your application will be marked as incomplete and you will not receive consideration for the vacancy.  You are encouraged to include your employer's name and address, and your supervisor's name and phone number, as selecting officials frequently check references before scheduling interviews. If you are a Federal Civil Service employment should include your job title, pay plan, series and grade level (e.g. Human Resource Specialist, GS-0201-09).

Duties:  Serves as Intelligence Assistant for the Director of the Mid-East Africa Center at the National Ground Intelligence Center (NGIC).  Serves as primary assistant in synchronizing Center efforts to include administrative, training, research, calendar and overall Center activities.  Compares output from various sources to confirm factual information and to identify anomalies requiring further investigation. Resolves anomalies by applying conventional technical principles. Prepares periodic reports and assigned portions of intelligence studies. Facilitates digital production, interfacing with appropriate Center offices and maintaining knowledge of state of the art techniques and software. Coordinates both within and outside the Center to administer a variety of specialized intelligence production support functions for the Center mission including, publication, and data base reconciliation, internet presence and updates, location of specialized equipment or supplying and other matters.

Experience required:  Applicant must have directly applicable experience that demonstrates the possession of the knowledge, skills, abilities and competencies necessary for immediate success in the position.  Qualifying experience may have been acquired in any public or private sector job, but will clearly demonstrate past experience in the application of the particular competencies/knowledge, skills, and abilities necessary to successfully perform the duties of the position. Such experience is typically in or directly related to the work of the position to be filled.  You will receive credit for all qualifying experience, including volunteer experience.

To qualify, applicants must have one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade/level, GS/GG-07. Specialized experience is defined as experience providing clerical or administrative procedures or operations specific to the collection, production or dissemination of intelligence information in order to perform a wide range of clerical and non-clerical assignments.
